There is no
evidence that the servants of Abraham
were involuntary slaves.

t " F know him, that he will command his
children and his household after hire,
and they shall keep the way of the Lord,
and do justice and judgments." There-
fore we find Abraham's servants receiv-

ing the seal of the covenant, and enjoy-
ing all religious privileges. Jeremiah
quotes his example, saying, 44 Did not

jthy father eat snd drink, aud da judg-
ment and justice,and then it was wallwith
him ? lie judged the cause of the poor
and needy; then it was well with him;
was not this to know me ? suilh the Lord."
Job also, considered his servants as hi*
equals before the law, and intitled to im-
partial justice ; for he declares, "IfIdid

despise the cause of my man-servant or
my maid-servant, wheu they contend
with me; what then shall Ido when
God riseth up? And when he visitcth,
what shall I answer him ? Did not he
that made me in the womb make him V
I fear slaveholders do not question them-
selves in this way.

f. Some of Abraham's servants seer 4
" boujht with money."

The probability is that they sold them-
selves for a term of years or for life, just
as the English do now. There ia no evi-
deuce that tee patriarchs or Jews evar
gave away or sold their servants, or pur-
chr.-:ed them of third persons. Bash
and others read Gen. 17, 12, " lie that
is born in the house or bought with mon-
ey, including every strauger which is
not of thy seed." We have seen that
God has conveyed to us dominion over
fish, fowl, boast, and the earth itself; but
no ownership or property in man.

rily imply chatt'ehood. Notice a few
examples, " And Joseph bought all the
land uf Egypt for Pharaoh. Then Joseph
said ur.to the people, Behold, I have
bought you this day and your land fur
Pharaoh: 10, here is seed for you, and
ye shall sow the land. And it shall wme
to pass in the increase, that ye shall give
the fifth part unto Pharaoh, and four
parts shall be your owu." Does auy
Bible reader understand frotn this langu-
age that all the Egyptians were slaves?

Jt-
cob also, after the manner of the times,
bought his wives ; for ho says to Labaa,
44 1 served ikoo fourteen year? for thy
two daughters, and six years for thy cat-

tle." None but a mid ana would im-
agine that Jacob considered his wives
property, the same as his cattle ; and
that he had as good a right to sell or eat
them ! No no, Abraham bought the ser-
vice, the time and labor of his servants.

None can buy more than the use of ufi
fellow creature man.

0. Abraham harl other servants that
were 14 born in his house."

The.-e enjoyed more intimate confi-
dence, and greater privilege. At one
time Abraham " armed his trained (cate-
chized, or religiously instructed,) ser-
vants. born in his owa house, 318,' and
marched them through a hostile region
to Dan. In default of isue, one of his
borne born servants named Eliezer, (Gr.
Lazarus,) would have administered his
estate. Well might our 8 ivior say that
Lazarus has gone to Abrahams bosom, oa
r most intimate friend. The Scriptures
each, " Tin 4: the heir, as long as he is a
ehill, (or minor,) diTereth nothing from
* servant, though he be lord of all."?
