“That so much of the connty of Ly-
coming ineluded in the toilowing bounda
ries, to wit: Beginning five miles North
f the South Kast corner of McKean
county, thence Bast thirty miles to }road-
t head's Iasterly district line; thenee North
along said district line to the State line;

thence West along the State line to the
North Kast line of MecKean county;
thence South along the line of MeKean
county to the place of beginuing; be, and
‘the same is hereby erected into a separate
county, to be henceforth called Dotter
"county, and the place of holding the courts
of justice in and for said eounty, shall be
fixed by the Legislature at any place at a
distance not greater than seven miiles
from the centre of the said county, which
may be most beneficial for the said county.” |
