We propose in this article to givx? a synop-
m* of the loading facts in the trial, as want
bf apace debars us from pul'lfslsfng the
proceedings cqt'tt*. v

On the 26th o'f tfitoh'et {II6 prelimina-
ry examination commenced at- Charles-

Hie number of Frown's invading force

weak and haggard, with his eyes swelled
Iron* the effects of the wounds 011 his

sheriff Campbell read Hi e commitment
of the prisoners. Mr. Harding, State's
Attorney, asked that the Court might as-
sigu counsel for prisoners, if they had
none. The Court inquired if the prison-
er* had counsel, when' Frown addressed
tire as' forlo #* :

" Virginian's t T did not ask for any quarter
at the tira'e I was taken. 1 did not ask to
hare uiy life spared. The Governor of the
State of Virginia tendered me his assurance
that I ihould hare a fair trial and under no
cirenmsUnces whatever will I be able to at-
tain! to a trial. Ifrou seek rnr blood you can
have it at any moment without the mockerv
of a trial. 1 have had no counsel. 1 have not
been able to wjth one, I know nothing
about the feelings of ipv fellow prisoners and
I am utterly unable to attend in any way to
my own defence,

?' My memory don't serve me. My health i.-
iuiuflkieut, although improving. There are
mitigating circumstances, if a fair trial is to
be allowed us, that I would urge in our favor ;
but if we are to be forced with' a mere form
of a trial, tc exeCuEiorh you mar spare your-

selves that trouble. lam ready for tny fate
tdo not ask it trial. I beg for no mockery of
a trial, no insult, nothing but that which cou-
*ienie £ires i'r cowurdi'-e would drive voj to
} f.tcfic*.

?' I ask not to be excused from fhe mockerv
of . trial. Ido not know what the design of
this examination is ; Ida not know what is t<
be the benefit of it to the Commonwealth ; I
hare now little to ask. other than that I be
not foolishly insulted, as cowardly barbarians
insult those who fall into their power.''

At tho conclusion of this speech the
Court assigned Messrs. Faulkner and
Botta as counsel, for the prisoner, the
former of whom declined, and the latter
accepted the position. Mr. FotEs was
aisisted by Mr. Oreen his partner.

(Jrf the 26 of Octobor examinations of
witn'esdos for the prosecution' commenced.
Faring th'c day Hp-own stated that he had
full confidence in the goodness of God;
that he was confident that //f would res-
cue him from the perils that then <-ur- (
rounded him; that he had before had ri-
fles pointed at him, knives at his throat,
and his life in as great peril as it then
was, but that God had always been at his
aide; and that as he knew Hk wa3 with
him he feared nothing.

On reading the dispatch to Brown he a'f-
tirmcd the truth uf the statement but re-1
fused to take any advantage of this plea, i
as be believed himself to be sane. He
desired to meet his fate as a man and not
