WAR NEWS.
FORTRESS MONROE, April 24. 1804. ?

Capt. Weatherbee of the 23d Massachu-
setts Regiment has just arrived from
Roanoke l&laud. He makes the follow-
ing report:

Gou Wessels surrendered to the enemy
tin Weduesday, the 20th inst., when the
Ilebels took possession of Plymouth, N. |
0., after four days' hard fighting.

Our loss is 150 killed and 2,500 cap-
tured.

The Rebel loss is 1.500 killed.
BALTIMORE, April 25 ?There ere re-

ports on the street here this uioruing,
purporting to have been brought by a

colored sutler, that the colored Union
troops at Plymouth, N. (1 , were murdered
after the surreuder of the place, by the
Rebels.

There are no means of verifying this
Btatetneut, and the rumor is probably
wilhuut foundation.

Oa Tuesday last a band of eighty
mounted Rebels attempted an invasion
of Kentucky through Pound Cap, but
were driven back by a detachment of the
45th Kentucky (mounted infantry). A
band of 150 guerrillas was also driven
out of the State into Macon County,
Tenn , eight of them being killed and
ten captured, with fifty of their horses.

The United States gunboat Mohican ar-

rived in New York on Saturday evening
from Philadelphia. She has been absent
nearly two years in search of Rebel pri-
vateers. During her absence she has
failed 37,000 miles, visited fifty foreign
ports and spoken and boarded 162 vessels.

Col. T J. Morgan of the 14th Colored
Regiment, at Chattanooga, has been au-
thorized to organize a brigade of colored
troops.

imprint with the rule which does not ap-
pear in the genuine. On the right end
of the back of the bill, "100" in the cir-
cles are inverted, thus, "001." The out-1
side circle of the 100 in the lower left
corner of the genuine, touches the lower
border; in the counterfeit it does not:

come within a sixteenth of au iuoh. The
inducement to counterfeit the National
currency is very great. Stat i bank issues
?arely amounted to over two huudrea
thousand dollars, and the forger was lucky
if he could get rid of more thau two thou- j
sand dollars worth of the bogus notes.
]>ut every denomination of the greenback
currency circulates in the amount of tens

of millions, and the forged notes if well
executed can float in this vastojccan of
paper without being noticed.
