In the event of a division of the Dio-
cese the fund to be equitably divided
between the two parts of the Diocese.

““If $10,000 could be raised in this
way the interest of it could be ap-
plied in reduction of all assessments
such deduction to be made expressly
from the ‘Bishop Darlington Memorial
Fund.

‘“Your committee are of the opinion,
although it was not committed to them,
that the Diocese at the same time
could well celebrate the tenth anniver-
sary of its existence and of its wonder-
ful growth and development under the
ng hand of our Bishop.
