SMOKING AND STORING BACON.

Oak and hickory chips
and wood impart the best color to
meat, while some woods, such as pine,
}nulberry and persimmon,are very ob-
jectionable, imparting a disagreeable
flavor to the bacon. Corncobs make
a good smoke, but they must be wet
before laying on the fire. Smoking
half a day at a time on several days a
week for two or three weeks, will
bring best results.

FARM AND GARDEN NOTES,

Apple rust is caught from cedar trees
affected with an enlargement of the
branches known as cedar apples.
Hence the remedy for apple rust is to
destroy all the cedar trees in the
neighborhood, or else to paint the
apple trees green with the Bordeéeaux
mixture.

Those who retail fruits in the city
find that those of good appearance pay
best, irrespective of quality. 'I'he
largest and best looking are first dis-
posed of. It 1s only after quality is
known, as in the case of the Seckel
pear, that a fruit of common appear-
ance can be sold.

It is an almost universal mistake to
think that trees require no water, or
but little, in winter. There is a great
deal of evaporation all through the
winter, and if moisture is not close at
hand the tree will die. Keeping this
in mind, it will be seen why there is
great benefit in mulching newly plant-
ed trees.

The impression that the growing of
small fruits is both difficult and expen-
sive has been obtained by the putting
of this clase of plants in the kitchen
garden, which is usually too small.
To save space, the plants are crowded.
Cultivation is, therefore, to difficnlt
to be thorough, and a good yearly
yield is out of the question.

Cannibalism in Africa.

The cannibalism of the black secrot
society known as the Human Leop-
ards, in ‘the country near Sierra Le-
one, disclosed by a recent trial, brings
forcibly before us the difference be-
tween the East African and the West
African habits of eating human flesh.

Too Many Horse Hides,

The hide of the horse has always
been valuable for making ladies’ fine
shoes and thongs for belt lacing. It
is much finer than the hide of a beef,
and when split makes a very fine and
coft leather. A few years ago the
market could not get enough of them.
That was in the  days when a horse
was a horse, and worth something, be-
fore the electric motor drove him from
the street car service. As high as 85
was paid for a good hide, and it was a
very poor one that would not bring
$2.50. Bat as the horse got cheaper
and the advocate of horse flezh as food
was re-enforced by the butcher who
could palm it off for beef, things slow-
ly began to change. Prices went down
steadily, until now it takes a No. 1
hide*to bring $1.50, while fair ones
go for fifty cents, and the posrer ones
are thrown away.. The. consumption
of horse flesh in Europe, particularly
in Paris, seems to gmve increased won-
derfully, judging from the heavy im-
portation of hides to this country,
while in this country it is said there
is not a large city where the horse is
not slaughtered for the market and
sold either openly or secretly. The
meat canning establishments are also
credited with atilizing o .great many
broken-down animals. Thus, while
the beef hide market has its fluctua-
tions and days of glut and scarcity,
thehorse hide market 15 completely
stagnated, and there does not seem to
be any possible hope for a revival of
it.—8t. Louis Globe-Democrat.
