Tolitical Liberty to Women.

During the annual meeting of the
National Woman's Suifrage Associa-
tion, held in Brooklyn, Mrs. Carrie
Lane Chapman Catt, chairman of the
Committee of Organization, N. A. W.
S. A., said to a reporter that England
was getting far ahead of America in
the extension of political liberty to

women.
“The Parliament of England,” she
said, “has just conferred municipal

suffrage upon single women and wid-
ows of Ireland, upon substantially the
same terms as men. Municipal suffrage
was granted to the women of England
in 1869, and was so successful in its|
operation that in 1881 it was exlendedl
to the women of Scotland. Now, after |
29 years of satisfactory experience in|
England and 17 years in Scotland, il.

is extended to the women of Ireland |
Full suffrage. incinding the Parlia-
mentary vote, was conferred npon the
women of the 3 Man in 1880, to -
the women of New wl in 1893,
and in 1894 the same privilege was ex-
tended to the women of South Aus-

tralia.
