152 years. Before the time of Moses peo-
ple lived 150 yoars, and i you go far
enough back they lived 800 years, Well
that was necessary, bocause the story o
the world must come down by tradition,
and it needed long life mafely to transmit
the news of the past. [f the generations
had been whort lived the story would so
often huve changed lips that it might have
got all astray. But after Moses began to
write it down and parchment told it from
century to century it was not nocessary
that people live no long in order Lo ane
theaticate the events the past. If in
our time people lived only twenity-five
years, that wonld not affect history, sinee
it s put in print and is no longer depend:
ent on tradition. Whatever your age, |
will to-day directly address you, and
whall speak to thowe who are in the twen-
ties, tgr.- thirtien, the forties, the ffties,
the sixties, and to those who are in the
seventics and beyond.

Firat, then, I accost those of you who
are in the twenties.

I am so glad that 1 met you
while youn are in the twenties, You are
laying out vour plans, and all vour life
in this world and the aext for 500 million
vears of your existence will be affected by
those plane. It is about 8 o'clock in the
morning of yonr life, and you are just
starting out, Which way are you going
to start? Oh, the twenties!
