THEAGGREGATE QUOTA OF TROOPS
TO BE RAISEDBY EACH COUNTY.

The following table shows the number of
troops to be furnished by the several coun-
ties. The quotas embrace all the troops call-

ed for since the commencement of the war, |7

excepting the three months’ men. The num-
ber assigned to each county will be appor-
tioned among the several townships, and bor-
oughs and precincts by the Commissioner, in
accordance with the enrolment; and he will
credit each township, precinet, &c., with the
men already furnished, as shown by the en-
rolment, and make a draft for the number
necessary to fill the quota, unless volunteers
are furnished on or before the day fixed for
the draft. Credit cannot be allowed for
teamsters, mechanics in the army, men en-
listed in regular army or marines, or for vol-
unteers enlisted in regiments of other States.
Several counties have already raised their full
quotas, and there will be no draft in such
counties. The troops to be raised for the old
regiments are not embraced in this table.—
There will probably be a special draft for
these :

7. Artificers and workmen employed at
public arsenal or armory.

8. Vice Presidert of the United States.

9. Judicial and Executive Officers of the
United States.

10. Members of both Houses of €Congress.

11. Officers of both Houses of Congress.

12. Custom House Officers and Clerks.

13. Post Officers and Stage Drivers in
zharge of mails.

14. Ferrymen on post roads.

15. Pilots,

16. Marines actually in sea serviee.

17. Engineers and Pilots of registered steam
ships and steamboats.

18. Persons in the army and navy of the
United Statea.

19. Ministers and Preachers of the Gospel.

20. Professors of Colleges.

21. School Directors.

22. Judges of the State Courts.

23. Persons who have been honorably dis-
<charged from the army and navy in conse-
quence of the performance of military duty.

24. Commissioned officers who shall have
served as such in the militia of this State, cr
any one of the United States, for the space of
five consecutive ycars; but no officer shall
be so exempt unless by his resignation after
such term of service duly accepted, or in
such other lawful manmer he shall have been
honorably discharged.

25. Loss or unperfect vision of right eye,

26. Loss of all of the front teeth, and
enough of the molars to render mastification
imperfect.

27. Large or frequent attacks of hemsorr
Eoids, or chronic diarrheea.

28. Dcformations which impair free mo-
tion of limbs.

29. Loss of more than one finger of right,
or two fingers of left hand. ’

30. Large varicose veins above the knee.

31. Large or irreducible hernia. Cases of
reducible hernia are left to the sound discre-
tion of the surgeon under the general princi-
ples herein stated.

32. All organic or funetional diseases caus-
ing marked debility—heart diseases, epilep-
8y, or organie diseases cf lungs—will be caus-
es of exemption.

As hints of what will not exempt, the fol-

lowing may be remembered with profit :

1st. Loss or imperfect vision of left eye.

2d. Partial loss cf front teeth.

3d. Slight or frequent attacks of hemory-
hoids. :

4th. Slight deformities of limbs—with un-
mpaired motien.

5th. Loss of last joint of one or two fin-

gers of left hand, or of vne finger of the right
nand, other than the forefinger.

6th. Shght varicose veins, below the knee
or slight variococcle.

Inregard to foreigners, the following may
be regarded as what will govern the Comamis-
sioners :

RESOLUTIONS

Of the Democratic State Convention, held at Hazris-
burg, July 4, 1862.

Waereas, The American Constitution was or-
dained and established by our fathers, in order to
Jorm a more perfect Union, establish justice, ensure
domestic tranquilily, provide for the common defence,
romote the general welfare, and secure the blessings
of liberty to posterily ; therefore,

1st, ResorLveDp, That the only object of the Dem-
ocratic party is the restoration of the Union as it
was, the preservation of the Constitution as it is.

2d. Resonvep, That to the end that the Union
be restored, and the Constitution and Laws enforced
throughout its whole extent, we pledge our hearty
and ungqualified support to the Federal Government
in the energetic prosccution of the existing war.

3d. Resouvep, That the true and oaly object of
the war is to restore the Union and enforce the laws.
Such a purpose alone is worthy the awful sacrifice
which i cosls us of life and of treasure; with such
a f:rpwe alone can we hope for success And those
who from sectional feeling or party or private mo-
tives would gire any other direction to the efforts of
our armies are unjust and unworthy to be entrusted
:cilh ﬁower, am{ll would cause all our exertions, ex-

raordinary and unparalleled as are, to prove
Jutile in the end. 2 b
4th. ResoLvep, That we justly view with alarm
the reckless extravagance which pervades som.e of the
departments of the Federal Government, and that a
return to rigid economy and accountabilily is indis-
pensable to arrest the systematic plunder of the pub-
lic treasury by favored partizans, and that in view
of the recent startling deveclopments of frauds and
corruptions at the Federal metropolis and through-
out the country that we hold an entire change of ud-
mintstration to be imperatively demanded.

5th. Resonvev, That the party fanaticism or
crime, whichever it may be called, that seeks lo turn
the slaves of Southern States loose to overrun the
North and enter into competition with the white la-
boring masses, thus degrading and insulting their
manhood, by placing them on an equality with ne-
groes in their occupation, is insulting to our race,
and merils our most emphatic and unqualified con-
demnation.

6th. ResonveD, Thatwe denounce Northern Ab-
olitionism and Southern Secession as the co-operal-
ing sources of our present calamuties—alike treason-
able to the Constitution and inimicable to the Union.

The only way to a restored Union and a respected
Constitulion with returning peace and prosperily
is through the overthrow of both,

7th. Resouvep, That the Democracy of Pennsyl-
vania s cqually opposed to all sectional legislalion
and geographical parties, which base their hope for
continued partisan success on the agrarianism of
emancipation and hypercritical philanthropy—abo-
Jtion : because neither is known to the Consiitution,
and hoth are intended to aid disunion and subvert
the Constituiion, and lo prevent the restoration,
unity, peace and concord among Stales and people.

8th. ResoLvep, Thut the Constitution uru[ the

laws are sufficient for any emergency, and that the
suppression of the freedom of speechand of the press,
and the unlawful arrest of citizens, and the suspen-
sion of the writ of habeas corpus in violation of the
Constitution in Stateswhere the civil authorilies are
unimpeded, is most dangerous to civil liberty, and
should be resisted at the ballot-box by every freeman
in the land.

9th. ResoLvep, That this is a Government of
white men, and was established exclusively for the
white race ; that the nesro race are not entitled to
and ought not to be admitted to political or social
equalily with the white race, but that it is our duty
to treal them with kindness and consideration, as an
inferior and dependent race; that the richt of the
several Stales to determine the position and duties of
the race is a sovercign right, and the pledges of the
Constitution requires us, as loyal cilizens, not to in-
terfere therewith.

10¢h. Resorvep, That Congress has no power to
deprive any person of his property for any criminal
offence, unless that person has been first duly convic-
ted of the affence by the verdict of a jury; and thal
all acts of Congress like those lately passed by the
House of Representalives, which assume lo_forfeit or
confiscate the estates of men for offences of which
they have not been convicted upon due trial by jury,
are unconstitutional, and lead to oppression and ty-
ranny. I is no justification for such acls that the
crimes commitled in the proseculion of the rebellion
are of unexampled alrocity; nor is there any such
Justification as Stale necessily known fto our Govern-
ment or laws.

11¢th. Resonvep, That the Constitution and Un-
ion and the Laws must be preserved and maintained
in all their proper and rightful supremacy, and that
the rebellion now in arms against them must be sup-
pressed and put down, and that it is our duty to use
all constitutional measures necessary and proper lo
that end. n

12th. Resonvep, Thal the soldiers composing our
armies merit the warmest thanks of the nation.—
Their country called, and nobly did they respond —
Living, they shall know a nation’s gratitude ; wound-
ed, a nation’s care, and dying, they shall live in our
memories, and monuments shall be raised to teach
posterity to honor the patrio's and heroes who offered
their lives at their country’s altar. Their widows
and orphans shall be adopted by the nation, to be
watched over, and cared for as the objects truly
worthy a nation’s guardianship.

RESOLUTIONS
Adopted at the late Dewmocratic County Convention,
held at Tunkhannock.

1st. Resonvep, Thatwe unanimously endorse the
Resalutions of the Democratic State Conrention held
at Harrisburg on the 4th of July last.

2d. Resonvep, Thalthe “unnecessary and injur-
tous civil war,” that is now desolating the country and
threatening the permanency of our government cecased
to be a political question from the time that Congress
refused to adop! any measures of honorable compro-
mise of the difficulties that had grown out of North-
ern and Southern sectionalism, and the consequent
commencement of hostilities in the bombardment of
Fort Sumter—that from that time there has been bul
one proper mode of dealing with the question, name-
ly, by keeping it distinct and separate from politics,
to unite thewhole Northin the ¢ffort to bring the re-
bellion to an end by force; and this end, all conserva-
tive men are called upon to unite with us in a deter-
mined effort to create a United North, by putting
dowen and drivingyto the wallthal miseuided and mis-
chierous faction. whose sole aim is to impair northern
unity of purpose, and paralyze northern effort, by
Sorever intrudizg the most unfortunate, fatal, and
disasterous of all polilical issues, (the issue of N. ezro
emancipaltion) upen the peoples counsels ; 1:3} pcréwt-
ently striving to coerce the President into the adop-
tion of a policy that must prove fatal to the Union by
seeking o impair public confidence in the integrily
of the Administration ; and by crealing in the ranks
of our armice suspicion and distrust of the fidelity
and loyalty of their leaders.

3d. Resonven, That the “ suspension of political
parties until the close of the war,” is onIy'adrbcatal
by the party in power, and because it is'in power——
that the utler hollneness and lly;u)r,'rix_t/ of the adro-
cates of this policy is shown by the fact that they are
scrupulously careful to keep up their own political
organization,and to keep all their polilical machinery
in full operntion, as well as by the fact thal in the
multitude of civil appointmente made and being
made under Republican authorudy, none but Repub-
ticans “of the straighlest secl,” or renegade Demo-
ocrats, are recognized.

4th. Resorvep, That inall free governments there
have always been, and must of necessity be at least
two political parties—that the integrity, permanency
and fidelity of such governments to constitutional ay.
thority, imperatively demand an opposition party—
that without such party, there would be no accounta-
bility, and without accountability ne government can
be trusted. * No Party,” therefore, simply means
‘“Jet there be no opposition to the plundering of the
government by government officials and favored par-
tizans” It means, ““let the party in power remain
in power, without question as to the mode in which
power may be exercised.”” It means ‘no eriticism of
the conduct of government officials, whatever disaster
or ruin may follow.” It mears “no discussion of
measures of governmental polic?:.” It means “ silence
acquiescence, or imprisonment.” y

th. Resorvep, That in sustaining the President

under the tremendous pressure to which he has been
subjected by the Radical wing, of hiz own party, the
Democratie party has afforded ample and conelusive
evidence of its desire to give all its strength to the
suppressson of the rebellion and the restoration of the
Union ; and that the responsibility for that absence of
unity of purpose in the North which is essential to
success, rests solely with that party whose whole aim
has been to eanvert the wer into & miserable crusade,
against the domesticinstitutions of the Southern States.
and in_doing so, to overthrow the Constitution, and
render disunion perpetual. Theretore, g

6th. ResoLvED, That the arrest and fmprisonment
of loyal Democrats by order of an administration that
ignores the open and avowed treason of a large body
of the members of its own party, is & monstrous exer-
cise of deepotic power that the Democratic party of
the North 1s called upon to resist by all lawful and
comstitutional means at its command—that it is ne
part of the businessof Demucrats to discourage enlist-
ments and that this is not the trae metive of their ar-
rest, is abundantly shown by the fact that shose mem-
bers of the Republican party who have constantly and
persistently labored to discourage enlistments because
the war has not been prosecuted to an unlawful and ru-
inous purpose, (thatof negro emancipation) have been

allowed to continue theirlabors without e
censure from the government. .
