‘ EARLY BREEDING.
Many Two-year-old Flllies Dred

With Good Results,

The question has already arisen thils
year and may arise next year many
times at what age it is proper to begin
breeding fillies, says The Stock Farm.
There are a good many breeders who
insist on breeding mnothing but fully
matured animals. These will put no
mare into the harem until she is 4
years old. They therefore have no use
to which to put a mare younger than 4
unless she is used on the track. A few
years ago, when brood mares were
quite in demand, it became rather fash-
ionable to breed flllies at 2 years of
age, and Dr. Herr, who was quite a
successful breeder in his day and a
veterinarian as well, used to advise
people who asked his opinion that it
they intended a mare for a brood mare
to breed her as a 2-year-old. It has
been sald that mares when but 3 years
old bave no difficulty in foaling, but
are liable to have at 4. However, if a
mare has a foal at 3 she is usually
rather a shy breeder at 4. Our own
view of this matter is to follow as
nearly as may be the indications of
nature. In a wild state we believe that
filllles are very frequently, probably
generally, impregnated as early as 2
years old. We have known cases
where even yearling fillles have accl-
dentally got with foal and been deliv-
ered as 2-year-olds, though this Is un-
usual. We know one such case where
the mare, when we saw her as a ma-
tured mare, was about 16 hands high
and showed no signs of retarded devel-
opment. Long after her first experi-
ment she produced a pacer with a ree-
ord of 2:151% and a good campaigner.
When fillies are bred as early as 2
years old, they should have the best of
care before and after Leing bred. Dar-
ticular pains should be taken that their
growth should not be arrested. They
should be particularly well treated
while suckling the foal and after its
being weaned as an extra precaution.
We have known a great many 2-year-
old fillles bred without any bad conse-
quences resulting and do not view that
practice with any disfavor.

examined, and if too badly faded to use
again dyed some darker shade. White
ribbons will take delicate shades of
blue, pink and lavender. Light color-
ed ribbons are pretty dyed cardinal red.
It they are too dark for that, save them
until you have half a pound or more, and
then color them black with dye for silk.
No matter what color they are, nor how
spotted or streaked, they will dye a good
black. Rinse thoroughly in several warm,
soft waters until the last rinsing water is
left clear, then smooth the ribbon be-
tween the hands and wind over a wide
piece of stiff cardboard. When all has
been wound around, place it between soft
cloths and put it under a heavy pressure.
When taken out, it will be smooth and
look like new. Another way to manage
them is to hang them in the open air un-
til about half dry, then cover them with
cheesecloth or some other thin material
aud iron with a moderately hot iron.
