ITeMs FROM RomE.—A letter from Rome
contains the following : The Pope intends
to institute a great jubilee or Auno Santo
for 1870, which will shortly be published,
in'the sime forms. After the promulgation
of the Bull of Convocation, the Pope sol-
emnized a Pontifical hi;}h miass at the great
altar of St. Peter'a. The sanctuary was
thronged with ecclesinstics, ecardinals,
bishops, rnd every grade of prelate and
prieets, in all their varieties of vestment,
while the Neapolitan princes, the for.ign
ambmesadors, and the high ofticers of the
State aud the army displayed the same
powp in the galleries. The congregation
wat very large. After the last gospel, the
Bishop of Palestrini publislied a plenary
induigence for ail present. The ceremony
was followed by the presentation of the
presbyterian, or alma of the twenty-five
Pieces ofnfuld of previons reigns, which
Cardinal Mattei, Dean of the Sacred Col-
lege, handed to the Pope, from the chapter
of St. Peter, promissa bone cantata.

PERFIDE ALRioN.—In the year 1465, Le o,
Lord of Rozmital, brother-in-law of the
King of Hohemia, set ont with a train of
forty gentlemen to see all the kingdoms of
Christendom.
