UCXKUTIIIC AND MXCNANICAL

A' Ew PRocESS RFO 'onRGKIG FLOURa
A process has recently been patented in
England, by which the -bran of flour after
being separated is ground into an impal-
pable powder, and then again mixed with
the flour. In this way all the nutritious
ingredients are preserved, while the fineness
of the flour is not affected.

MIANFACTURED MILK.-Mr. J. C. Morton
has published a- good article on "Town-
Milk "'-that is, the milk sold in towns-
from which it appears that the customers
suffer- lwnhealth and in pocket from the
roguery which prevails among the retailers.
Ten samples of milk were bought at shops
in Blackfriars, the Strand, St.. Giles's, and
north and south of -lyde Park. Only one
was pure; in all the others, there, was more
water and less cream, and the price was
from fourpence to fivepence a quart. A cal
culation was made, that by selling milk at
fivepence, after adding one-tifth to the
water, and taking away one-third of the
cream, the yearly prolit on a sale of one
hundred gallons a- dy would be two thou-
sand pounds. So dishnesty makes money,
while infints die' for -aut of good.milk,
and the population at large is defrauded in
one of its prime articles of nutrition.

LiUII'YviG LAUGIIIxO GAS.-Tho uni-
fi)rnt efliciency a(nd safety of luglhing gas
as nu uanesthetic has l)rompted the .Iritish
Medical Journal to snggest'that a bottle be

inmade strong enough to hold the gas in a Ii-
llaid form, and of such weight and dinmen-

sions that it may be easily carried - by the
surgeon in his daily rounds. At present it
is used by dentists fron la rge gas-bags, into
whicli it is pilced as soon as madne. Laugh-
ing gas is composed, according to the new
notation, of two atomsl oflnitrogen.andt ne of
oxygen. Theseelenlents are the princill eou-
stittients of conIlon air. Laulghing gas or"
nitrous oxyde can be liquiied l nder a pres-
sure of seven hundred and il'ty pounds per
sminiure inch when at the tecnl-merature of for,
ty-tivc degrees Fahrenheit. 'The most con-
veCuent land( safe receiptacle fir the liquid
wont!d lie -a lrass or coppt'rt tible, not mlore
thanl a foot in length, and of such thickness
as to resist a lpr,.ss••re of at least fifteen 11un-
dred louids, or several snmtll tubes of the
ordilunary thickness illight lie united side by
side and made entirely saie.

T'fit: CIii..iAMr iiii.-M3r. l'ouchet, Director
of the lRouen Museium of Natural Histiory
in his new work thus describes the habits
of t:iis curious bird : "The speckled chla-
Inyder is a bird resembling our partridge,
b:ut is u ist iiished by its deep color, re-
lieved by clear spots, and by its neck,
which is adorned with a red collar. For
the location of their nest the couple choose
an open: slpot exposed to the sun. Their
first care is to make a path of roundl pebbles;
when they deeiit it siufliciently thick, they
pIlant in it a little avenue of branches. They
are seen, for this purpose, to bring from the
country slendeir shoots of trees of about the
saute size, which they thrust solid!y by the
thick end into the interstices of the stones.
The braunches are disposed in two parallel
rows, converging a little in such a manner
that they forim a miniature shrubbery. 'The
pl•t.tation is a yard in length, and -is wlti-
ciently wide to allow the two birds to walk
alongside of each other in the interior. This
grove being finished, they devote them-
selves to embellishing. Each starts out for-
aging in the fields, and brings back all the
sparkling objects it can pick np-pearl
shells, birds' feathers, all that can charm
the eye. These trophies are suspended at
the entrance to the grove, which soon be-
gins to shire in the sun like a palace of the
Arabian Nights. In the places frequenfed
by the chlaimyders, if a traveler loses his
watch, his knife, his seal, he does not spend
his time looking for it on the ground-he
knows where to find it."

l'IOIAC.oATIONw oF SOUNDS rI TUBES.--M.
Kuudt has made a series of elaborate ex-
perimuents to detenrm'n the velocity of
sounds in tubes. He finds that the velocity
diminishes with the diameter of the tube,
but this diminution only beeomes seusible
when the diameter is equal to one-fourth of
the length of the air-waves producing a
given sound. Starting with this diameter,
he finds the velocity of sound diminishes
with the increase of pitch, or in other
words, the velocity increases as the length
of the air- waves increase. Inttubes of small
diameter lie discovered that tine powder
distributed over the interior checked the
progress of sound in direct proportion to
the quantity and lightness of the powder;
yet a roughness in the tube itself does not
retard sound. The amplitude of the air-
waves or the intensity of sound was found
to produce no influence on the rate of pro-
pagation. In this connection we may allude.
to.the experimehts recently made by M.
Regnault, of the French Institute. He used
the new sewers of the city of Paris for the-
purpose of determining the force of the air-
waves producing sound. By firing a pistol
in tubes and sewers of various diameters he
found that the sound was carried, in a pas-
sage 4.2 inches in diameter, through a dis-
tance of one thousand two hundred and
eighty-two yards; in a passage 11-8 inches
in diameter, four thousand one hundred and
ninety-four yards; in a passage forty-three
inches in diameterfteu•-h•tboaw-..ohrhuu-
dred and ninety-four yards. The minnet of
constructing the tube and the material of
which it is composed exercises a great in-
fluence on the rapidity with which sound is
transmitted.

KOUEUZTEPoNG DEPARTXINT.

APLr.ES BIscvr.--Beat eight eggs ;-add
to them one pound of flour, one pound of
poweyied sugar, one teaspooQfil of essence
of lemou. Bake in a quicovyen.

To GlrAza on VARNxISi DAAWxNGSs.-
One ounce of Canada balsaumlind two
ounces of oil of turpentine, well dissolved.
The drawing to be previously washed over
with a solution of isinglass.

To EXTRACT FRUIT 8?'oTs.-Let the
spotted part of the cloth imbibe a little
water without dipping, aid hold the part
over a light common brimstone match at a
proper distance. The sulphurous gas which
is discharged soon causes the sputa to dis-
appear.

DUKE OF DEVONSHIRE CAKE. - One
pound of flour, one pound of currants, three
quarters of i pound of sugar, half a pound
of butter, half the peel of a lemon, half a
pound of citron ; whisk all together with
eight eggs, add a little biandy. Bake in a
slow oven two hours and a half.

PlRINCESS CAKES.-Butter, half a pound;
sugar, half a pound; rice flour, one pound;
six eggs, one .gill of sweet wine, one tea-
spoonful of caraway-seeds, one teaspoonful
of soda, quarter of a pound of raisins; add
water sutticient to form a batter; drop into
buttered pa:us, and bake until done.

LAIt's IIEAD WIT.I BRAIN OR LIVER.-
Bltanch the brain or liver, and mince tlu m
as for a sheep's Bead, introducing only the
yoke of an egg; -mix with a little milk, stir
in quickly, add a tablespoonful of chopped
parsley, and the juice of half a lemon, lay
it on the dish with the head over, and serve.

PtICKL.D CUCrMBrEaS.-A correspondent
says: "' I have, after trying various ways
to save encnmbers, found the following the
hest. Make at pickle as follows: one part
vinegar, two parts witer, three parts salt;
to which add four ounces, of horse-radish
for every half-barrel. Fill the cask, or
whatever vessel is to hold the pickles, halt
full of this pickle, pick the cucumnbers with
the butt of the steni on, and wipe and put
them into the vessel. Whllen it is filll, pl-ce
a cloth over the cucumbers, and a board,
nicely fitted, over the clu;lh. A weight
should be placed on: the board to keep the
cucunmbers under the pickle. When ilneeded
for use, soak antd putt themta into vinegar as
usual."o -
