"line" on Suinday, morning--and the entire
force was quartered in the military barrack,
which conveiiently 'ommands the churchyard
adjoining by a plentifully portholed wall. But
"the best laid sochemnes of mice and men aft
gang aglee." The Altar was inaugurated, the
Sermon was preached, the Cross was seen, the
people went home after ahearty laugh at the
lieutenant, the inspectors, the patrols, and the
gatrison, and when all was over, the "horse"
were spirited oat 'y n., "fsreint nted bye-way,
and the hapless "foot" were marched back to
their 9 it-irters, through wind and rain, in a state
of incipient mutiny.

Death of the Rer. Michael Varilly, P.P.-Woa re-
gret to have to announce the death of the Rev.
Michael Varilly, the venerated. pastor of Kil-
shany, county Clare. On the night of Friday,
December 3, consoled by the presence of many
brother priests, and strengthened by all the
consolations of religion, he breathed forth his
soul, having on his venerable head.the snows
of 87 winters.

The Longford Election.--The candidature on
behalf of Mr. Martin has been carried on vigor-
ously during the week in the county Longford.
