Sentence of death
btmeugspusd against them, they were led out

however, were filled with consolation; the
-siht of the joyous sufferers excited the admi
ration of the assembled mnltiturie, and many
even of the heretics declared that they were
more like angels than men. It was on the 21st
of November, 1580, that they were happily
crowloed with martyrdom. The garments
which they wore, antd the implements of their
torture, were eagerly purchased by the Catho-
lics, and cherished by them with religious ven-
eration."

i(or can it he said that, in the use of torture
thee used to wring from the Irish clergy ad-
missions to justify their execution, the author-
ities in Dublin acted without the knowledge or
consent of the Queen. Any such pretext is at
once scattered to the winds by English records
in -the ease of one of the most illustrious mar-
tyrs of the whole honored list of Ireland's wit-
naerskn for the faith-lDaraned O'ienley, rclh-
bisihop of CaMl. .

" The birthplace of this glorious martyr was
a little village in the dioacese of Limerick, lse•a
than three miles from that city, called Lyco-
doeu, where his -parents lived respectahly by
firming, both of tillage and cattle; they were
held in good estimnatioh by their neighbors,
both rich and poor, especially James Geraldine,
Earl of Desmond.

" Having then been raised to the episcopacy
by Gregory XIII., and named Archbishop of
Catshel, he took his route towards Iceland.'

At Walterford he was detected by a Protes-
tant named Baal, on whoso information he waspursued to the Castle of Slane, where he had
indeed taken refuge for a time; but had pro-
ceeded farther. When Lord Slane found him-
self in danger, he joined in the pursuit of the
Archbishop, and on overt-aking him at Carrick-
ou-rtir, induced him to proceed to Dublinu,
where his arrival is noted by Archbishop Lof-
tue and Sir H. Wallop, in a letter to Robert
Beale, temporary chief secretary to the Queen,
dated Oct. $th, 16(3, and still preserved in the-publi Record Office in London. In a subse-

tire letter, on the 10th of December address-
ed to ir Francis Walsingham, they say:
"Among 'othr letters directed to us, and
brought by th•f lasst pasSige, we received one
from your honor, declaring hee majesty's plea-
sure for the proceeding with Dr. Hurley by tor-
ture or any other severe manner of proceeding
to gain his knowledge of all foreign practices
_gainst her majesty a State, wherein wepar.ly
orebore'to Neal till ndw." Ten they romnbek,

"for that we want here either rack or other an-
gine of torture to terrify him.... the Tower of
London should be a better school than the-Cas-
tie of Dublin.... we do wish that we had di-
reotions to send him thither."

The pretext here was shallow; there was wit
enough in the dominant party in Ireland to in-
vent any necessary racks. Walsingham evi-
dently directed them to proceed in Dublin, and
himself suggested the mode of torture. On the

commission to Mr. Waterhouse and Mr. Secre-
