A Oft of D.bi lb sofleos.-The nomi-
nation of eandidttet for the representation
of Dublin in the English Parliament took
place,pn Fueedsy,16t nult. in Green street
court-hboae. The pro6eedfngs were of the
usual uproarous kind. None of the speak-
ersa could be well heard because of the con-
tinual disturbances between the-supporters
of the respective candidates. There can
be no doubt however, that the national
candidate, Capt. King Harman, possessed
the sympathies of the overwhelming ma-
jority of those who assembled within the
court-house, as he does those of the over-
whelming majority of the population of the
city. Alderman Campbell who proposed
Sir Domini Corrigan, and Air William Car-
roll,w-ho seconded him, had nothing more
persuasive to urge in favor of th6 baronet
than that he was a native of Dublin, and
one who, by a rare combination of talent,
honesty and industry, raised himselfto the
highest position in his profession. Neither
Alderman Plunkett, who proposed, nor
Mr. J. V. Mackey, who seconded, Captain
King Harman, denied that Sir Dominic was
the eminent professional man his friends
described him. but they preferred to vote
for his opponent, because he was an Irish
nationalist, while Sir Dominic was a mere
Whig in politics. Mr. A. M. Sullivan pro-
posed Mr. Isaac Butt, Q. C.,po forma, and
in doing so took occasion to point out that
the fruit which those who had sought for
the Disestablishment of the Church ex-
pected from that measure was the union of
all classes of Irishmen on the common
platform of patriotism, and that Sir Domi-
nic Corrigan had been for the last few days
doing his utmost to perpetuate the domes-
tic feuds which have so long kept apart
Irishmen of different creeds and classes.
Mr. Thomas Ryan seconded MrI-Butt's
nomination. He said the only effect of the
return of Sir Dominic Corrigan. would be
to ".provide for briefless barristers." Mr.
Butt having been withdrawn, the two can-
didates addressed the electors; after which,
on a show of hands being called for, it was
found to be largely in favor of Capt. Har-
man.

Lady Day in Thomastown, County Kil.
keonny.-Oue of -the grandest ceremonies it
has ever been my lot to witness took place
in this town on the 15th of August. It had
been announced by means of placards some
days previous that a solemn High Mass
would take place at twelve o'clock, and be
followed immediately after by a procession
of the Most HIoly Sacrament. For some
time before the hour named, the streets in
the vicenity of the chapel were actually
thronged with people of every age and sex.
On the chapel doors being opened the
crowds made one simultaneous rush into
the sacred edifice, which, though computed
to hold beyond 3000 people, it was filled to
overflowing nearly in less time than it
takes me to write this. After the First
Gospel, the Most Rev. Dr. Power, Bishop
of Newtoundland, ascended the pulpit. He
took as his text the following passage:
" Cast off the garments of mourning and
affliction, and put on those which thou
hast.from God." His allusion to the tem-
poral reverses which have befallen the
French arms was most feeling and pathetic,
and drew tears from a great many present.
During Mass the processionists were ranged
in order round the High Altar, their ban-
ners being-placed in the sanctuary. The
appearance. of the female children, who
were all dressed in virgin white, having on
their heads wreaths of natural flowers, as
they knelt in a semicircle, was a rare treat
to those who were so fortunate as to be
present. Mass terminated at half-past one
o'clock, at which time the proceassion
formed. The final Benediction was given
from the High Altar in the Church. When
all had resumed the places they had when
starting, the ceremony terminated.

Pattern at Aghada.-Yesterday the an-
nual pattern was held at Our Lady's Well
Aghada, whither crowds of humble and
pious pilgrims come to repeat their pray-
ers and make their offerings from deep
feelings of gratitude and devotion to God.
The church-,which stood close to this well
had been dedicated to the Blessed Virgin
Mary, and the 15th of August, the festival
of the Assumption, which was formally
celebrated there with much splendor, finds'
numbers of pilgrims flocking to the little
well, the object of their love and venera-
tion. The numbers yesterday were very
large. They came from Cork, Queens-
town, Middleton, Cloyne, etc., and from
greater distances. Throughout the day
fresh additions came pouring iuto the place,
and night found many still praying beneath
the tree whose spreading branches canopy
the holy well. Every thing went on in a
quiet and becoming manner, and there
were none of those places of amusement
or refreshment which sometimes tend to
promote dlsorder.-Cork Rzaminer, Aug.16.

honor, ever valiant-though now suffering
from temporary reverses, we appeal to the
hearts of all-give money, lnen, ahirts,
flannels, etc. Those upon our frontiers,
the enthusiasm of the towns, the touching
Sofferings of the villages, no longer saf.ie
for our dear wounded. The wants are im-t mense, time presses-give, oh ! give quick-
i ly." It is hoped that all classes of Irish-
men will respond to the touching appeal,
and thereby manifest their gratitude to the
Sbrave French nation who so generously
aided the poor of this country in their houar
of need. We hope soon to hear that in
Severy town in Ireland a committee has
been organized to receive subscriptions for
the wounded of the French army. Mr.

Eugeie the first remittance of five thon-
sand france, also a case of old linen.-

Popular Demosstraffoa i, Castlescomer.-
A large and enthusiastic meeting took
place at Castlecomer on Sunday,.Augnst
14, which was supposed by many of those
who took part in it to be in celebrati6n of
a French victory over the Prussians. At
about eight o'clock large-bodies of stalwart
men came in from the colleries, numbering
at least 450, a fact which caused great ex-
citement amongst the townspeople. The
"Marseillase," "God Save Ireland," "O'-
DonneU AboS" and several other tunes
were played. Cheers were given at inter-
vals for France and Ireland after which
the meeting quietly separated.

Dedicatfon of a New Catholic Church at
Ossory.-The new parish church of Moon-
coin, county Kilkenny, was dedicated on
Sunday, 14th nit., by the Most Rev. Dr.
Walsh, Bishop of Ossory, in presence of a
brilliant assemblage ot clergy and laity.
The ceremony was solemn and impressive.
The dedication sermon was preached im-
pressively by Rev. Father Tommins, of
Kilkenny. The chapel just erected cost
two thousand two hundred pounds. Five
hundred pounds were collected at the doors
on that day.

Encouragement Given to Flax Culture in
the County Longford.-The growth of flax
in the county of Longford has been much
on the increase in comparison with former
years, and mills are being set on foot for
the scutching of the flax, grown rather ex-
tensively in the county. A very extensive
flax mill has been erected at a place 'alled
Olondra, about three miles from the town
of Longford, which has just commenced
working. It is worked by a powerful steam
engine.

Seizure of Arms in Cork.-On ti'e 19th
ult. the police at Ballinhassig searched the
cart of a carrier named Roche, and found
concealed in straw eight new Enfleld rifles,
having the Fowler mark, and highly fin-
ished. Roche was unable to account for
his possession of the arms. and stated itht
he was not aware of their being in the cart.
lie was arrested, and is detained pending
investigation. The arms were going to the
west of tire county.
