A military
and pollee escort will be furnished to'ady body w
of men desialring it, on application to me at myp
headquarters, which will be at the police head-
quarters in this city, at any time durin the c
day. I warn allpersona to abstain from ntr- C

-fe-renme with any such assemblage or proces- .

every attmpt at disturbance; and I al upon sall citizens of every race and religion to unite
with me and the local authorities in this deter-

Is accordance with the above proclamation
the Sixth, Seventh, Ninth and Twenty-Second
Regiments were placed in readiness for any
emergency and the whole police force of the t
city was cancentrated abeseveral of the most t
dangerous points. Batteries were placed on
level points where an attack on the proces-
sion was apprehended. On the morning of
the 12th the streets in the uptown districts i
wore the appearance of a holiday. Groups of
loungers were to be seen on nearly every cor-
ner. Gangs of men, five and six in number,
could be noticed going in the diretion of the
western part of the city. The men in the
marble and stone yards along the East River
had nearly all left work, and by ten o'clock
every thing tended to prove that the bloody
work would soon commence. About a quarter
before eleven, reports commenced coming in; ,
the first report was from the tweaty-third pro-

uinct, and was to the'efect that the mob had
collided in the vicinity of Eighty-third street
and Thirdavenue, and were driving the people
from the streets. Twohunred and twenty-five
policemen were picked out, and under com-
-mapd of Captain Hedden, of the Fifteenth
Precinct, ordered to the above point to dis-
peree the mob. The second dispatch was from
the thrity-second precinct, and reported the
rioters marching through the Boulevard, and
that they had attacked the Italian and Swiss
laborers in the vicinity of 143d street and 9th
avenue. Superintendent Kelso and General
Spaler immediately had a consultation and
concluded to send a regiment to that point.
Gen. Spaler immediately ordered seven com-
panies of the Seventy-first Regiment. Col. Rack- 
feller, commanding, to proceed to and guard
that point. The last order had barely been
given when another report was received that I
several Fenlans had collected about the I
Fenian headquarters on 19th avenue, where a
large quantity of arms are stored, and clamor-
_ed loudly to be given their arms. This was 1
refused, and they threatened to pull down the
place. About two hundred and fifty officers
were put in stages immediately and sent there.
At the Fifth Regiment armory, in Hester street,
a large crowd had collected, and signified their
intention of taking arms. There were about
one hundred men of the regiment in the arm-
ory at the time, to each of whom forty rounds
of cartridges were dealt out. Seeing
that the regiment were prepared for
them, one brawny individual said: "Come,
..al let's go down to the Seventh Ward and
get the lads, and we'll clean out the-.d-n
Dutch." A majority of the mob then started
off, under the leadership of this man, to get
the lads. The mob attacked the Fenlan armo-
ry for the purpose of obtaining arms, but were
driven off. They also attacked Harpers' build-
ing, but were repulsed. In the fight two sol-
diers were killed. At 2 o'olock the procession,
numbering 250 men, with two banners, one the
stars and stripes and the other William of
Orange on horsebaok, was formed between two
regiments and 400 policemen. After waiting
for some time for a band and for the soldiers
to load with ball, it started at 2*t o'clock.
Shortly after the prda•saion started, hootings
were heard from the side streets: the excite-
mnent increased, and missiles were flung from
some windows into the procession. On 8th
Avenue, at the corner of 24th street the na-
tional guards were ordered to fire, which
they did killing and wounding a number of
persons. Col. Jas. Fisk, Jr., was here wound-
ed in the ankle, Lieut. Page of the 9th Begi-
ment was mortally wounded and a police-
man killed. Among the killed was a
captain of the Eighty-Fourth Regiment and
two privates and a sergeant of the Ninth.
Captain Spencer, of the Ninth Regiment, was
mortally wounded by his own men. He had
given an order to fell back, when he became
mixed in the crowd, and was killedby avolley
fired into the citizens. About fifteen of the
citizens were killed here and many wounded-
As the troops were marching down Fifth
Avenue, when between 25th and 26th streets,
he mob fired three shots at them. The mill-

The mother of the boy who was shot as he was
returning from school, came to see his dead
body.

She broke into wild com- a
plaint, and, in accents broken by emotion,
cried out, " Oh, won't you let me see my boy 1
Oh, let me see him, doctor, dear; give me at I
him; we will; I do at all, at allI I was
twenty-four years In England, and this didn't
happen."

Fourth Regiment. Two soldiers who refused
to fight had the buttons out off their uniforms.
During the night two or three faint attempts
at rioting were made, but easily quieted. On
the 13th order seemed perfectly restored, I

though two regiments are kept on duty all the
time. All the workmen who left the boule-
vards and parks contrary to positive orders, i
were discharged, and Germans and Italians
have been employed instead. Archbishop
MeCloekey used every exersion to prevent a L
collision.

Let Catholic
mothers and wives and sisters remain at their
homes, said he, and attend to their home
duties, and allow no unworthy curlosity to
draw them near this procession. The feeling
amongst the Orangemen is very bitter. They
appeal to the olkKnow Nothing party to reor-
ganize. A circular has been issued for the
formation of a Protestant League of America,
wherein it is asserted that the claims of Bo-
man Catholicism are Incompatible with civil
and religious liberty. It Is asqerted that 6000
persons enrolled themselves for this organiza-
tion.
NorTa CAROLINA.-A telegram from Wil-

mington gives the following details of the
great outrage perpetrated by a band of negroes
on the0thinat: A fearful butchery was per-
petrated in Robeson county. by Henry Berry
Lowry, and a band of negro outlaws. A
Sheriff's posse, having in charge Lowry's wife
and several others who had been aiding and
abetting the outlaws was ambnsoaded near
Buis' store, on the Wilmington, Charlotte and
Rutherford Railroad. The following named of
the sheriffs posse were killed and wounded :
Killed-Hector MeMillan, Archibald Brown
and Hector McNeill. Wounded-D. McCor-
mick, Berry Barnes and James Lowry, the
latter a colored man and cousin of the outlaw,
but co-operstiug with the sheriffs posse. The
fight resolved itself into a regular battle,
which lasted some time. The sheriffs posse
fought well, and were following the outlaws
into the recesses of the swamp, but it is not
certainly known that any of the outlaws were
killed. Lowry, the leader of the outlaws, and
Capt. F. M. Wishart had a regular duel on the
railroad track, each loading and firingdeliber-
ately five or six times, but nether was wounded.
The whole county of Robeson is at last fully
aroused, and it is believed a campaign will be
inaugurated that will result in the extermina-
tion of the outlaws. Committeesof citizens of
