CLEANING FEATIiERS. - how shall we
renovate old feathers, and also clean old
ticks? This inquiry I have seen in the pa-
pert. My way is this :-In June, when the
weather portends a heavy shower ofTala, Ilay the feather tick on the lawn or clean
gras, and smooth it over evenly. One-
half boar's heavy rain will clean one side
of a badly soiled tiok, unless there be
greasy spose. In this ease I take a pail of
hot snds, put it on the spots, brush them,
and let the rain rinse it out. I then turn
it over and serve the other side the same.
If the shower should be of short duration, I
put the bed out in the next rain. To dry
the bed, lay up the tick on slat work, clean
rails, or something of the kind. If the
feathers are much wet, so much the better.
When dryiag, shake up, beat with light
rode, pick up lumps f there be any. When
the bed is dry, the tick will be elean, and
t'e feathers almost as good as new. Some
of our beds have been used thirty yeas.. I
have lain them in the vain every Bummer;
they are now lesan and good. It takes but
s short timqto dry the bed, but when it is
dry to appearaeei ist anotatall it to
leep on, bat sbonld be laid on an empty

bedstead, a month or more, with the wind-
eus ap. This caution may be annecessary
as no wise head sleeps o feathers in Sum-
mer.

As for the labor, I had ratheu clean fve
beds is the than on in the han one wy gener-
ally recommended-thbat is, by pouriqg
the feathers from the tick on a sheet in an
empty room (when there is-fa empty room
is the house), wasahing the tick, stirring up
the feathers thoroughly, returning to the
tick, and laying in the san for several days
turning and beating up often.--J. D. B., in
Wester BwRural.
