Even spec-
tators, like the Lord Mayor, did not es-
cap e unharmed. The eriminal class, which is,
unfortunately, to be found to a small extent
in Dublin, as it is found in all other large cen-
tree of population in the world, had been on
the spot in some force before this conflict, and
with their appetite for outrage whetted by co-
pious potations in the liquor shops, bad been
pursuing their trade of plunder. The riot
gave them an additional opportunity for mis-

-hief, and, accordingly, whlie the soldiers and
the police were charging thepeopio in Thomas
street, they were committing deplorable ex-
ceases in otl places in the neighborhood of
the oonflagelioo,

Lord Rossell's Insatiable passion for talk led

him on Monday night to make a long and dis-
cursive speech on the Irish question, and even
to bring n a bill "for the better government
of Ireland." The speech-into which the Pen-
al Laws, the ameliorative measures of recent
years the Belfast riots and Judge Lawson,
the eaucation question and Father O'Keefe,
and, of course, his Eminence Cardinal Callen
and his Holiness the Pope, were all lagged in
one after another-manifested intellectual do-
tage combined with a hatred of Catholicism
and of Ireland as intense as that whioh ever
swayed lh the past the author of the Durham
Letter; the bill could only have come from an
old enemy of this country. Like every Eng-
lish statesman now-a-days, Lord Russell ad-
mite that Ireland was misgoverned in the past
but denies that the misgovernment continues
to the present day; and to redrees such evils
as agrarian disturbances and party riots, and
toprevent the Pope ruling Instead of Queen
Victoria In Ireland, he would substitute a Sec-
retaryship of State for the Lord Lieutenanoy,
he would make the verdict of eight out of
twelve jurymen suffioient for conviction in all
cases except those involving the punishment
of death, and he would give the Privy Council
in England "power to restore to his post any
school manger,"-like Father O'Keeffe, we
suppose-" who might be unjustly removed."
That is, he would, by abolishing the separate
administration which England provides for
us, take sway the last vestige of the former
existence of Ireland as an independent nation.

tLsWrP OF WATERFORD AND LISMORI.

With feelings orf the deepest, sorrow we have
to announce the demise of the Most Rev. Dr.
Dominick O'Brien, Lord Bishop of Waterlord
and Lismore, whlobh took place, after a long
illnese, at the . Episcopal residence, Great
George's street, at half-past one o'clock yester-
day afternoon. His lordship-was born in Wa-
terford in June, 1798, which makes him, at
decease, 75 years of age. The announcement
of his death has produced the most profound
sorrow in this city, where he was so long and
so deeply regarded by the people at large. Af-
ter having received his early education mn Wa-
terford, he proceeded, when a very yoang man,
to Rome, where he eminently distinguolshed
himself, On his return to this'eity, his abili-
ties and acquiremnents, as a scholar ~nd lie-
mnist, being fully appreciated by the Most
R•. Dr. D elly, the then Bishop, be accepted
a Drofe "rifp at .t, J.,'n'e College, the
duties of which pin hfe distcharged with pre-
eminent ability. Oa the elevation of the
Most Rev. Dr. Abraham from the position of
President of St. John's to the Episcopacy, the
Rev. Dr. O'Brien was appointed President of
the College, which oflioe he held, giving the
utmost satisfaction, for many years, until the
demise of the Rev. John Sheehan, P. P., of St.
Patrick's, when he was appointed pastor of
that parish. 8oon after, on the death of the
Most Rev. Dr. Foran, his great virtoes and
learning gained for him the entire approval of
the clergy. Holding the highest place
amongst the candidates for the Episoopacy,
Dr. O'Brien was appointed by the Holy See
Lord Bishop of Waterford and Lisstore. Ohthe
zeal, wisdom, and energy with which the du-
ties of that high station were discharged,
there is one strong and universal feeling of
approval, and his death, has occasioned among
his clergy and people a sincere and profound
feeling of sorrow. Whilst he presided over
these dioceses, his Lordship had the great
happiness and pleasure of seeing a number of
noble churches raised in several parishes, to
every one of which be liberally subscribed.
The beautifol new College of St. John has also
been recently ereoted in this city, to which
his Lordship munificently contributed. We
have heard from one who knows it, as an in-
stance of his charity and benevolenee that be
has disposed of all his property-not -very
large indeed-to charitable purposes; and to
is very remarkable, and much to his credit,
that that property is less than what his father
bequeathed to him. His Lordship .retained
his faculties almost to the last moment, and
died, as he lived, In the most profound peace.

DEATI OF TUR BISHOP OF KILLALA.

It is with deep regre.. we have to announge
the demise of the Most Reverend Dr. Thomas
Feeny, Lord Bishop of Kiillala. The sainted
and venerable prelate closed his career on
earth on Monday evening, after having spent
a long life in the service of his Divine Master,
and in that of the numerous flock confided to
his spiritual charge. He was consecrated
bishop in the October of 1839, and for a period
of thirty years disobharged the duties of his
high and holy office with honor.to himself and
with enduring benefit to those whose tempo-
ral and eternal Interests were the great ob-
jeofas which he sought to promote by precept
and example. Always loyal to his trusts be
was a kind benefactor to the poor and needy,
the stern reprover of the wrongdoer, the pro-
tector of the weak and oppressed, and in all
things a worthy example of a Christian pro-
late. He lived in eventful times and in pe-
riods of bitter trial and of unheard of priva-
tion and dire suffering. In the diocese over
which he so worthily presided, the famine of
1846-7 presenated itself in most terrible and
devastating character. Amidst the scenes of
hunger and plague the good bishop showed a
great example, and with an utter absence of
selfishness, and with a heroic devotion to God's
poor, be strove to alleviate as far as possible
the terrors of a period which has no parallel
in the records of time. Under the influence of
age and the infirmities attendant on it, he
fonad that the time was fast approsohing
when be should rest from his labors, and be
applied two years since for a coadjutor bishop
to take eharge of the diocese of KIlllal. The
Most Bev. Dr. Conway was elected, and with
the approbation os the Holy See was conse-
crated n the Cathedral Choroh at Ballina in
the February of 1872. For some months past
the health of the Most Rev. Dr. Fesny rapidly
decllned, bet his whole life was buat a prepara.
tion fo death, and he calmly psesed out of th.e
world which he adorned by his maey virtues,
to an imperishable reward and a glorious in-
bherltanoe.-)essea.

ies.-On Saturday M. de la Bonillerle, the
new Frenebh Miniter of Commerce, made a
statement as to the intentions of the Gov-
ernment relati~e lto thle treaties. Negotia-
tions, he sal si Were still going on with
England and Belgium, both which coun-
tries were afraid of a return to a Proteo-
tionist policy. On this ground he asked
for delay before giving a definite answer
to M. Tirard's proposal for the suspension
of the new duties until compensating do-
ties bad been established on similar for-
eign products. The Government evident-
ly does not intend to abide by the tax on
raw materials-the return from which was
so over-estimated in M. Leon Say's budget
-but it will not at once withdraw the law
of 1872, until some satisfactory method of
balancina thb foeancies has been adopted.
The deficit for 1874 is estimated by M.
Magse at 200,000,000 francs (800,000),
the espot amount of the sinking faund de-
voted to the extinguishing of the debt.
And the question is, as the tax on raw ma-
terials will not contribute anything l:k. as
much as the 73,000,000 francs expected from
it, besides being objectionable in principle,
what means are to he taken to supply its
place. The first idea was to substitute
for it a tax of one per cent. on all business
transactions and an increase of registration
duty, leaving the sinking fund as it was;
hnt there'is a strong feeling apparently in
favor of postponing the sinking fund, or at
any rate of reducing it by half, so as to
avoid the necessity of so questionable an
impost as the tax on business transactions.
The surtax on goods conveyed in foreign
vessels was, said M. de la Bouillerie, much
objected to by England, and the Govern-
ment " would examine whether there may
not be gronnds for taking into considera-
tion the grievances of a friendl nation";
a declaration which is said to have been
received with great satisfaction at the
French sea-ports, where the surtax is pro-
ducing quite as much inconvenience as it
can cause here. It is thought that the
treaties of 1860 will be tacitly allowed to
revive, and that no new treaties will be
concluded.

" It is not only in France that the revolu-
tionary spirit conspires against public
peace and the foundations of social order.
No nation in Europe is free from this evil,
and all have an equal interest in seeing it
repressed. But the situation and influence
of France is such that the triumph of the
revolationary party there would be more
disastrous than elsewhere, and the cause
of society in France is that of civilization
everywhere." This is true enough ; but
some of the Governments addressed will
probably prefer, as is their wont, to take
precautions rather against the Christian
Church than against the revolutionary
party. The Presse declares that Count
von Arnim is going to be recalled for hav-
ing misunderstood the intentions of the
Government in paying a visit to Marshal
MacMahon immediately after his election.
This we can herdly credit; but if true, it
would be another indication of this kind of
blundering hostility to Catholicism.

SPAIN.

ThIe Carlists.-ln the news about the Car-
lists there is more thian the usual amount
of wearisome contradicetion. It was c aim-
ed on their behalf that they had taken

rnan; it appears that they have only taken
a fortified toll-house on a bridge some
miles distant from the town. They are
next accused il the telegrams of a deliber.
ate slaughter of the earabineers who there.
surrendered, and a gentlemas, signing
himself" Spectator" writes to the Timen
to say that an officer and twenty-four men
baying been butchered in cold blood,
twenty-eight widows (sic) and seventy-
three orphan children are asking alms at
the doors of the British residents in Iran.
It is then authoritatively stated on the
C iriit side that Santa Crua. being in force
,, the heights with artillery, which pre-
vented the garrison of Irnn from coming to
the assistanoce of the toll-house, a white
flag was hoisted at that post in token of
surrender, and that when the Carlists
came down in conseqpence, they were re-
celved by a volley from the carabineers,
who were therefore justly put to the sword.
If this account is correct, the Carliste had
certainly the letter of military law on their
side; and the general orders for the release
of prisoners, contained in a letter from
Don Carlos to Dorregarray, are unquastion-
ably humane. But the volley fired by the
oarabineers was not a very murderous one
if it be true, as alleged by " Spectator,"
that " not one single life " was " lost by
the Carlists," and a little mercy would not
have been out of place, at the same time
that it woold have been more politic. Ac-
cording to an "occasional correspondent of
the i2me#s, 200 mobilized volunteers who
were at Irun were sent after the Carlistle,
but went no further than San Marcial, a
hill overlooking Irun, on which is a chapel
erected by the municipality of that town
in commemoration of thelast fight between
the 8paniards and the French at the close of
the Peninosula War. The fighting ardour of
thb volanteers there found vent in pulling
down bthe statue of the Saint with a rope
and burning it before the door of the chap-
el. "This gallant deed done, they retired.'
There is another charge of massacre
against the Carlists-that of twenty-three
carabineers in the province of Tarragona :

There have als jbeen three considerable
mutinies among the troops-one of the es-
rabineers at Granada, who are. ald to asve
pronouneed for the-Prince of the llarla,
and tb have fought, with some lossOtf life
on both sides, before they were put down
by the populace.- one of the volunteers
stationed at Vioalvfro, near Madrid, who
have been fighting among themselves, sev-
eral being wounded and some killed ; and
the worst of all being at Ignlada in Cats-
lonia. There General Velerde--wio was
to put down the Carlists immediately, who
ordered the country-houses and farms to
be walled up, and the people to rise ea
masne, and who announced that D m Al-
tonso and his staff had actually fled from
before his victorious face into France-
there this redoubtable commander has
come to signal grief. The troops, consist-
ing of three or four regiments, and some of
the iobnhabitants rose-to the cries of "Luong
Live the Federal Republic," and " Death
to Velarde and hi officers," and the col-
umn refused to march. Tlche General and
his officers fled for their lives to a place
called Pobla Agramunt, and from thence
Velarde sent a telegram to Madrid, resign-
ing his command in consequence of hiscolumn having mutinied. General Cabri-
nety marched from Barcelona after the
mutineers with 500 regulars and some vol-
unteers, and is since reported to have re-
duced them to something like obedience.

GBanLANr.
Prince Bismarck and the Holy See..•On

B(onday, the question of the German Lega-
tion to the Holy See heikg raised, Prince
Bismarck seised the occasion to state the
intentions of his Government. He did not
wish, he said, " to break thb last thread by
which they might eventually renew the re-
lations with the Papacy," and therefore
would not suppress the Legation; but It
was, he maintained, impossible to fill it
up, " because the representative of Ger-
many must not allow himself to be ad-
dressed in language which the Empire
could not eumalt to," HE9 414 ttbte4 thb4
the gvernbmifit would not Interfere in the
next Papal election, but " would take steps
to ascertain whether it had been " legiti-
mately carried on, and whether the new
Popewas in a position to exerelse the
rights belonging to his position." Prince
Bismarck must know perfectly well that
there is no reason whatever for suspecting
that the next election will not be a genu-
ine one, and joust as legitimate as the last
or the others which preceded it, but his
words indicate a readiness to pick holes in
the election of spy Pope whom he
may dislike, and are, we suppose, to be
read as a kind of threat.

Death of Dr. Loos-" Utrecht Catholice."
-On the same day on which Dr. Reinkens
was elected Bishop of the new German
schism, Dr. Loos, the Archbishop of the
Dutch Jansenlasts, -from whom he was to
have obtained episcopal consecration, died
suddenly of inflammation of the lungs.
There are two other schismatic Bishops,
one of whom has no adherents within the
limits of the Diocese (Deventer,) and occua-
pied, we believe, the post of parish priest
of one of the chismatical churches at
Utercht. The Standard talks rather
grandly of this communion under the name
of" the Utrecht Catholics," forgetting ap-
parently that there are any others who have
a better right to tie lme, and masking
the insignificance ~ge body by saying
that " in Holland everything is on a small
scale." But the real Catholics in Holland
are not on a small scale at all, compara-
tively speaking. The Daily News admits
that they are as 200 to one to the schis-
matics, but that paper overstates, we think,
thenumbers of the latter when it estimates
them 5,000, with thirty priests. The real
fact is,that by the side of the handful of Jan-
seniast schismatics numbering about 4,000
there is a population of real Catholies, un-
der the real Archbishop of Utrecht and his
soffragans, amounting to about a third of
the whole population of the country. To
call the Jansenists " the Utrecht Catho-
lics" is something like calling the Irving
ites "the Catholics of London." Whether
the new German schismaticsa will apply to
one of the two Jansenist Bishops, or whether
they will wait for a new " Archbishop of
Utrecht," is a question which concerns
them more tlmh. it does as.

JAPAN.

The Japanese Christian. -- The news
frm Japan is consolatory. A letter from

the pro-Vicar to the Vicar-Apostolic, Mgr.
Petitjean, dated the 4th April, states that
the Governor of Nagasaki had given notiee
to all the persons in occupation of houses
or land belonging to the Christian prison-
ers that they must immediately give up
possession; and another letter from a mis-
sionary at Osaka, also addressed to Mgr.
Petirjean, states that the prisoners from
Owart had passed two days at Osaka on
their way home to Nagasaki, and had
there received the Sacraments. Also that
the Christians of Kichon were on the way
for two days past, and had had their rosa-
ries and medals returned to them. Th6
missionary adds that there were still some
edicts of proscription at Osaka, but that
he heard that in certain quarters the free-
dom of religious _worship bad been ofoial-
ly proclaimed. The journal of the Missions

n'atholiqaue, which registers these facts,
also contains a remarkable aooount from
Madagascar of the recovery of a dying
child on r6ceiving holy baptism.

CHtNA AIID THin PAUTHAYS.-The news
that the Chinese have taken Talifoo, the
capital of the Panthays, and murdered all
whom they found there, including the Sal-
tan, Is confirmed. The heir-appareat, who
had been absent on a Mission to India and
Burmah, was saved id consequence of be-
ing unable to continue his journey, and
being stopped on the Burmese side of the
frontier. This Is not the first ainrode whieh
China has made on the Mussaulman popula-
tions on the South Western borders of the
Empire, and-the great increase in the
Chinese army and the improvements which
are being effected in its armnamenti are ele-
n.ents which will have to be taken into ao-
count In estimating the futare of Central
Asia.
