OF 25219
children on its books, 16285 are in nverage
dai]g attendance—a very large and ere-
ditable per-centage. Reference was made
to the circumstance that 1,300 Catholic
children bave been edocated as Protestants
in English workhouses—robbed ‘of their
faith by the caucuoees of buntchérs, bakers,
and costermopgers who oernally make aop
our boards of guardians. The traosfer of
these children to Catholic echools is being
energetically demandeéd by the execative
of the Fand, and thoogh many have been
handed over to the care of their rightfal
epiritusl gunrdians, the heads of Foreest-
gate, and of the new district schools at
Aslford, refuse to surrender their charge,
but promise that tbey ehall have the bene-
fit of Catholic edueatinve in fature.
