Antoine passed nearly two years in this

lace, and when thero was nothing more
that he conld learn here, he left his good
master and went into a reatagrant in the
city. He remained here only long enough
to make himsclf master of all that was
dene, and then went with a pastry-cook
pamed Baily, who waa at this time cele-
brated throughont Paris.

Antoine did all that be conld to please
his new master, who soon discovering his
merit, showed him maoy marks of interest
and affection.

Antoine waa not satisfied in merely doing
what others bad doue ; in his leisure mo-
ments he stodied the models and drawings
in thetoational library, and eoon formed
many original and clegant designe  for
confectionery and for desserts. He worked
hard to nerfect himeself in bis profession,
read much, and in the latter years of his
lite published a book, showing mneh learn
ing, on the “Cockery of the Ancient.”

He prepared for some time the prineipal
dighes for the table of the Firat Consul
(Napoleon,) and at the time of the Empire
there was not a reunion of statesmen or
diplomats throughont Europe where Car-
eme wasuot ealled in to direct and super-
intend the table.

Whe koows Lut many of the wise and
generous dccisions of these gentlemen
were iospired by the dishes eof this cele-
brated cook, and that in this way posterity
is indebted to Antoine Careme 7

Honest and good, Careme counted among
his friends many scientific men and cele-
brated phyeicians, with whom be often
discnseed the different kinds of food and
thair preparation.

Carems died in 1833, aged nearly ffty
years.— Young Catholic.

Glimpses of Ancient Ireland.

LHOW AND ON WUHAT OUR ANCESTORS LIVED,

[Frow the Doblin Trishman.j
Onr forefathers were more a pastoral
than an agricnltural people, Their prin
cipal wealth consisted like that of tho

! Hlcbrew patriavehs in flocks and herds.

With these they wore generaily in the
habit of paying taxes or tributes to their
kings, and they often made them a me-
Jdium of exchange in their bargains with
each other. Every man, however, was
obliged to cultivafe at lcast as much
groond as would supply food snfflecient for
himeelf and family, In those days the
potato—the source of Ireland's weakness
and Ireland’s strength—wes unkuown,
and the staple production of the former
was oats, Wheat was also largely calti-
vated, but it was only nsed Ly the wealth-
jer and higher clagses as an article of food.
The food of the pedple resembled wvery
much in kind that of the Scottish High-
lapdera of to-day. Ireland was abt onae
time aeg much the land of oatmeal and
millc as it is now the l!and of potatoes.
Mills for grindiog corn were in use from
an early date, but many thrifty licnsewives
were in the Labit of using the guern in
their own honses forthat parpose. It may
appenr strange that the mode of living of
the people of Ulster—sapposed to be the
least Irish provioce in Ircland—is much
more like that of our ancestors in many
respects than that of theinhebitants of the
other provineces, The various preparations
of oatmeal ased by our ancestors two thou-
pand years ago, and whi in the preva-
lence of the potato, have beeu nearly quite
forgotton gouth of the Duyue, a atill
largely in nse among them. The Engliah
anid Scoteh coloni=ts who settled in Ulster
appeared to lay dopted many of the
soeinl apd domestie habitas of those among
whom they ecame, apd in their adberence
to them are often more Irish than the
Irizh themeelves. In Ulster the
never beeame the monopolis of the pea-
pant’s tuble that it beecame clsewlere, a
circamstanca that may probably Dbe ac-
counted for by the fact that the condition
of the Ulster popalation was generally sach
aa to enable them to vary it with the pre-
gence of something better.

An interesting subject of inguiry in theee
times of Permissive Bill agitations and
Licensing Act is the kind of drinks most
msed and relished by our ancestora. The
name of lreland all the world over is na-
sociated with that of whiekey, but the
origin of whiskey iscomparatively modern,
and the general nze of it moch more so.
The principal drink of ancient Treland was
ewirm or beer. ‘This article was held in
the highest ceieem, and wau largely maoo-
factared in different parta of the eountry.
Some of the places anciently eminent for
making it still preserve their former re-
patation. The beer of the modern Castle-
bellingham, in the county Lonth, was
kpown and lighly prized in ancient Ire-
land noder tie name cf thiebeer of Mair-
themme. Ale was not long ngo made near
Bray, in the county Wicklow, which waa
kpown and celebrated boodreds of years
ago as the ale of Cuunland, the name of the
distriet where it was made, ‘The antiquity
of breweries and beer in Ireland may be
Jearned from a poem Btill extant, and sup-
posed to have becn written as early as the
seventh century, in which several kiods
of ule are enamerated and their virtoes
doly recorded. We give n few stanzas :—

The privilege of brewiog was restrieted
to certain individunls, and those who en-
joyed the privilege were requiveld to keep
& vat of ale continually filled for the re-
freshment of a ki a bizlhop, o poet, o
jodge, or other persons with their respec-
tive suites. Saeh “in the daxe of old”
waa the love of ale and the spivit of hospi-
tality.

Another favorite drink of our apcestors
was mead, or metheglin, made from honey.
The great attention paid by them to the
rearing of bees shows the high valoe in
which Loney and tlhe preparations of it
were beld. There isnothing that has come
down to us in the recorda of our ancestora
to indicate that they were extraordinarily
addicted to the “atrong drinks” for which
Iieland in after timea became, wa shall
pot say fortunately, famous. Thess were
the production of a comparatively recent
date, and the solace of a state of society
when in the miefortuoes that befell the
country it mey traly be said ‘‘the timea
were out of joint." The conviviality of
the past obtained for the royal banqueting
ball of Tara no more violent appellation
than that of the “mead circling house,”
and the statistica of intoxication in any
rank of society were an item too insignifi-
cant to merit the notice of the historian or
censor of thetimes. It was amoogst the
English of Ireland, the reckless, rollickihg
“gquires,” deseended from the importa-
tivns of Cromwell and William [IIL, that
whiskey-diioking first attained the limits
of a pational vice, and whiskey became a
pationnl beverage. It is not in our pro-
vioce Liere to preach a sermon oo the vir-
tuo of temperance or tectotalism, but it is
permitted uws to remark that’ io Ireland
there is no historieal argument to render
the excessive use of stimulants excusable.
On the contrary the ancient Irish were re-
markable for their abstemionsness in the
nee of both food and drionk, and in thia re-
spect strikingly contrasted not only with
the Saxons of Eogland, but with most
other Earopean peoples.
