‘What Catholios Demand,

The provinee of New Brunswick has an un-
viable reputation thronghont the Dominion
f Canada. Here, a few years ago, the foul
pirit of religions intolerance was eveked and
he nuhappy Catholies saddled with a school
system resembling thut of the United States,
ith all iis most obnoxions featores. Time,
and the strong denunciation of this New
Bronswick spirit by all the other provinces of
the Dominion will, it is easy to see, remove
'this exception to Lle otbherwise liberal Gov-
ernment north of the 84, Lawrence. Hon. T.
W. Anglin, a Catholic gentleman of Irish birth,
is Speaker of the Houee of Representatives at
Ottawa. In his paper, poblished at St. John's,
N. B., he briefly sketchea:

They do ask for fair play and cven-banded
justice; for this and only this.

i The Governments, with hardly an exception,
of the Xew and Old world ; apd notally the
Government of Great Britsin, as well as com-
mon sense and justice apd troth, all declare
that their claims are reasonabla ; fravght with
danger to the rights or liberties of noue; with
peace and good will to all.

M. Prillienx that fruit tfees, even dangercusly
affected by tbe gum-producing disease, may
be restored to a benltby atate by simply scari-
fying the Lark, and in making loogitudioal
incisions on the branches affected by the gonm.
Those incisions, seting upon the tree more
vigoroasly than the cause producing the gum,
necessitates the prodoction of fresh tissues.
Under this action, both rapid and vigorouns,
the matters held in ressrve are employed in
the formation of new cells, and are no looger
absorbed in prodocing gum. Active vitality
then rapidly resumea its reganlar conrse. An
intereating feature of this new metbod is that
it is a direct application of the theory of
cotmter irritants to healing of diseased vege-
istion.
