. A Bond may be deflgéd In. this connec-
tion, to be a series of several issory
noter, written together on one sheet of pa-
per, payable in regular succession, each at
its ownp distinet, fixed matority except the
two latest which are generally plyugle on
the same day. The last note in the serics
is commonly called the face of the Bond,
the othera the conpons; but it wonld be
more accurite to call the parts Tespective-
Iy, face - coupon and interest-coupoos, Or-
dinarily, coopone represent a half year's
interest on an amount ¢qual to the fuce of
the Bond. A Bond ia therefore composed
of the face and the eoupons, rometimes
called ite capital and interest. By natare,
the cenpeon alone i not the Bond, and
the face alone is not the Bond. Iocash
valoe the coupon is more desirable than
the face, regard being had to their respec-
tiveamounots, The canee of the difference
in valoe is the earlier matarity of the in-
terest-conpon. A pareel of coupons to the
extent of 81,000 payable 1st January, 1877,
has a definite value and can be sold for a
large sam of money ; the face of 'a Bond of
£1,000 due Ist January, 1897, Lae compa-
ratively little valoe. Therefore a Bond,
euch ss States and corporations habitually
isaue, ia simply a legal obligation payable
in ipstallments to sait purchasers : it may
be isened in divers forme. 1t is a custom
to isene honda whose face coopon is $1.000
payable at 25 years from date with 50 in-
terest-coupony (30 called) of $25 each, fif
the bond b styled a 5 per cent. bond)
Thers ia not the sligheet logal impediment,
however, tothe ijssne of a bond whoss
face-coupon shall ba $100 payable at 25
years from date with 50 interest-coupons
(80 called) of $43 each. The aggregate
amonpts of mopey to be paid by thedeptor
of thesn two styles of bondeare the same in
both inatanees, viz: %2 250 each, and the
periods of time within which theaggregatea
of face and conpon are to be paid are iden-
tieal. The tiret instance exemplities the 5
per cent. bond, sn called ; the eecond
instanes wonld be denominated a 43 per
cent. bond.

It is plain, therefore, that the face coupon
and the interess compon have pothing to
render them, in nature, dissimiler ; they
are integral and comrplementary partaof
the same legal engity—the bond. A bond
might be framed withoot any face coupon,
a8 for example, a 23 year vood with 50
coupovs of 45 each, This wonld reqnire
the deptor to pay $2,250, aaip the former
examples nlao. Or, a boond might be framed
without sny interest-coupons as 8 hond
parable 25 years from date for #2250,
Administrator Pilsbury is proposing to
iesue asme bonde on thia latter model.
Some of his premiom bonds are to be is-
sued, the eapital of which will be paid 50
years hevce with 5 per ceot. per anoom in-
terest to aecrne in the meantime and to ba
paid only when the capital iz paid; in
other worda, eome of his 5 per cent. pre-
mivm lottery issues are really $270 bonds
having 500 yeara to ron withoot ioterest.
Hence n bond may rango through a variery
of forme: 1st, it may bave a large fare-
conpon anod small interest-coupone; or 24,
it may bave a small face conpon and large
intereat conpona, or 3d, it may have no
face conpon ; or 4th, it may have oo ioterest
coupon. Ioany form, however, itisevi-
dent the interest coupon playe as importaot
n part as the facea ecoupon, and wa cannot
dissever or distinguish the ope from the
other inany legal analysia of the validity
of the bond. A bond that isillegal in one
part is illegal throughont; the parts can-
ot be separated in guestioning their vali-
dity ; if valid aa to its face, it is valid as to
its coupons aud

asnot but by annibilation, die.”

In the next place, the Funding Board
is & mere agent, and hikeall agents, most
produce its lettera of anthority, mustpoiot
to the law opder which it presnmes to
act. Under what law of the State are
intereata conpons defined oot to be bonde 1
or bopds defined to be exclusively com-
posed of face-enuponse? If there is no
soch law the Fanding Board cannot
make the law, Jt is not frue that ect No,
J, of 1274, in worde or implication has
atticken any bonds or conpons whateo
ever with the fiat of oullity. It dues oot
even iorbid the legisiature to levy atax
to psy the maturing coupons of valid
ontstanding old bonda. It doee not for
bid a tax to pay mstaricg boude of the
aucient issuer. To do ecither wounld ke
repudiation, whereas the idea of the
fuuding scheme is compromise as & better
alternative than bankrapiley. Act No 3
has not cancelled any coupon of any old
bond. All coupons of all valid old bonds
are a debt of the State, recognized as such
by the fundiog act, and anless withdrawn
amicably by thisa funding echeme will
rear their erest to thpe farther detriment
aod disgrace of cthe State, which
does cot repudiate but caonot pay them
in fall.

The poblic to which
it is addressed may be the general public,
or it may be a party, a faction, a coterie,
or & sect, bat its design in alwaya to infla-
ence and control the thomght and actien of
its publie. whether ite public be larger or
smaller ; and it seeks to do thia by discos-
sion, by argnmente addreesed to reason or
prejudice, and by declamation, or infamt
matery appeals to passion. The so-called
indepeodent jouroaliam. represented by
anch jonrnals as the N. ¥, flerald, the N.
¥. Tribune, and the N, ¥, Sun of this city,
P & to be independent of nll parties,
sects, and elignes, aod to set forth the viewa
and convieti of its t alone,
or what its mapagement believes, or pre-
tends to believe, is for the public intereat.
Baot it must have popular sopport, a wide
popular eircnlation, and, to gain this, it
must court popular opision, and study not
to outrage popular prejodice. It can afford
to have no unpopular principles, or to
sapport an nwpopular caunse. Ipdeed it
ecamnot afford to bave-aoy priociples, es-
pecially any religious principles, for any
decided principles are sure to be unpopular
with one or apother pection of the paublic.
It, in fact, haa po poritive religion of any
sort 3 and whatever religion it favors, is 8o
veegne and indeterminate that it is as good
as none at all. Ite influence ip regard to
relipion is eitber to encouorage infidelity
pare and simple, or perfect indifferentism.
[ts religion is eeculariem, and it is less
really independent and more fatal to all the
great interests of accicty than even the
partiean or sectarian prees,

Satan never mede a betterhit than when

he invented independent jouroalism ; and
the N. ¥. Herald, which so admirably re-
presents the epirit of the age, shounld ba,
a8 we have oo doubt it is, s preat favorite
with him. Nooe but a remegade or bad
Catholic conld ever have founded and
sustained such a marvellous jouroal; nor
conld even a bad Catholic have done it
withont extraordinary satanic asasistance.,
The very design of t-ge journal is eatanpie.
It throws the forming and directiog of
public opinion and action into the hands of
men who are responsible only te the laws,
and hardly to them ; who haveand cangive
no guaranty of their wisdom, who scoat all
antherity bat their own, and proceed
always on the assumption of their own io.
fallibility, and thatof the poblic to which
they appeal. Independeut jourpalizm is
Protestanticm raised to its highest power,
the deilieation of private judgment, and a
filting forernuper of Anticlrist, Its power
is immense, and its despotism is in propor-
tion ta ite puwer. Io Franee, in 1330, it
overthrew the government and extempo
tized the monarcehy of Jaly ; in 1848, it
expellsd the gitizen king, and proclaimed
the demoeratic repoblic; in 1851, it over-
turned the democratic republie, and reea-
tablished the Napoleonic emwpire. Making
iten!f the organ of the secrat societies; it
has, for the la:t hundred years, kept all
Enroje in a chionic state of ineorrection,
and rendered all government, buot that of
ehéer force, impossible. It is everswhere
o disturbing element, and five milliona of
armed men in Eorope are found neécessary
to maintain eome semblance of srder againat
the paesions it atirs op and inflames.  And
yet s it vociferated io our ears, "A free
preea in the palladiom of our libertiea !"

The governifents for a time established
aud maiotsined a rigid ceneorship of the
preea, bat without muoch salotary effoct.
Secolar governments are no safer directors
of thonght and opinion than the jomrpals
themselves. The government censors, for
the most part, sooght only to protect the
eecnlar aothority, and left religion and
morality, the apiritual autbority of the
Charch, and all the lLigher and moreim
portant interests of suciety, to protect
themselves, This was especially the case in
Auatria, Prussis, and the smaller Germnan
States. I they looked after the interesta
of religion at all, it was sa the national
religion, a8 a fuoction of the civil govern-
meot, asit isin Eogland; and in France,
where the parlinments, judicial not legis-
lative bodies, were for centuries almost
opiformly anticatholic, and not suldom
aotimonarchical. They in geoeral treated
the Chorch in France as a national, rarely
as the Catholic Church. In such cases the
l:t'.nmrs!.l_ip of the press conld be little else
thap ap impertinence or an uomized evil.
We doubt if what ia called preventive cen-
sorship Las ever beem eflicient for good.
The Church divinely commissioned and
protected is the only aunthority competent
to exercise the censorahip of the press, or
the snpervision of thought and opioion;
and she can do it only through her own
pastora, whe, io oor times, since secolar
government: no longer hold themselves
amenabls to the law of God, can exercise it
only as directors of the consciences of the
faithfal.
