in poHtical oases; and Ormeby being their
very obedient servant, ready to do any thing
for them, has, consequently, been reappointed
sub-sherif year after year, by his friends and
fellow.rogas, the High-Sheriff. Mr. Butt's
bill, by giving the corporations the appoint-
ment of the sheriff., would sweep from power
the Ormsby tribe, and Alino iWl lodrywm. But
I must leave the doings of the Irish party in
Payliament, and turn to those of the Irish
Home Rulers in England outside the walls of
the .House of tommona Elsections have jest
tanen place in Burnley and Mahobester, which
have absolutely been decided by theItish vote.
The successful candidate er Burnley promised
t Vrote for Mr. Batt's Home Rule motion, for
amnesty to the Fenian prisoners, for denomi'
national education in Ireland, and for the
establishment of Irish volunteer corps; and
he won by 500 votes odd-the strength of the
Homse BiRe vote is the borough. Had he notbven
these promises, the Home Rulers would not
have voted at all, and he would have been left
in a minority of several hundreds. In Man-
oheater, bota the Conservatire and the Liberal cas.
didate. pledged themselres on the Horse Bule ques.
Lion, and Mr. Batt having recommended the
Liberal as the better man of the two, he was
elected by nearly 4000 of a majority. It is ad.
mitted on all hands that the Conservative
would have won but for the Irish vote. I may
add that the Liberal candidate is a brother of
John Bright, the great orator. It is needless
to say that these two events have oaused great
satisfaction in Ireland, and have given a great
impetus to the Home Rule movement in Eng-
land. In all the metropolitan constituencies,
for instance, in each of which there is a large
Home Ruole vote, preparations have already
been been begun for repeating at the first op-
portunity the lessons of Burnley and Manohes-
ter. On" the whole, then, whether we look at
the doings in Parliament or out of Parliament,
it cannot be denied-and no one denies-that
the Home Rule movement has taken a moseet
important stride forward during the past few
weeks. J. J. o.

Why do so many Catholic boys become
worthless after making their First Communion
and quitting school

This question is asked anxiously by many
parents and pastors of souls. On an average,
nearly one hundred and fifty boys have made
their First Communion every year for the past
six year. In this city. Yet when thecongrega-
tions are called upon to aid any Catholic en-
terprise, the young men do not appear.. The
young men's societies do not inorease by ten
members to every hundred First Communi-
ents.

Of course, you aosn asccount for this partially
by saying that some of these came from out-
side the city, and having made their First
Communion went .bhome sand that others
found employment Isswhre. But of those
remaining in thee'ty,15he nuamber who negleet
the crameas, and eveMk s, is far greater
than of those who remain steadfast, and so
save both their seulsand bodies. Bat it seems
to us that the frailty of these poor young men
is operated on here by two inflenoes, which,
when set forth in the light, will seem con-
temptible in the eyes of boys who have had
sense enough to learn their catechism. One is
a false notion of life, and the otber ia "society."

The prevalent notion of life is, that a man
works only because he wants to get the means
to play. The young man in the store, or bank,
or shop, worries through the hours of his em-
ployment, thinking of the entertainment in
prospect after it is over. The entertainment
may be innocent, such as is found in the family.
Bat the view is false. Apart from the Christian
sense that all we do should be done for God, no
young man can succeed unless he gives him-
self to understand that life consists, not in
playing, but is doing your work well. It mat-
ters not what the work is-if it is sweeping an
flicepr copying law papers-your heart must
be put into it, or you will be a miaeable failure.
The habit of lounging about on theside-walks,
billiard rooms and saloons, and even around
the church, is the beginning of evil to many a
Castholio boy.

Then "soioety," that rotten humbug, which
frightens persons into doing what they would
rather not do, lest they lose aste with people
whom they honestly depise d freely back
bite, comes in for miohieL Among as it often
happens that a hard-handed toiling father
brings up a soft-handed son, giving him an
education far superior to his own. This son
associates with young men who would not con-
descend to shake hands with his father; and
learns from their tone of talk and action that
to go to the theatre, gambling bouses, and
worse; that to forget he had a mother and
sister and think only of obscenity ; to ast off
foolish notions of purity, piety, humility, is
"the style" in society; and adapting himself
to his new ideas, be has to stay away from
confession, from Mase, and from contact with
the priest he once loved so muchb. In the
meantime, the aseociates who have transformed
him, despise him as one without any mind of
his own. And thu, without recompense, he
steeps bhis sol in sin and 1fills his body with
disease.-Cleveland (0) Columbian.
