It
is one of the unwritten laws of this great
nation, and one which in this centennial
year should not be violated with impunity,
that Atimeican ladies are to be petted al-
ways, advised never. Among men it is
admissible to speak of praise and blame,
for they run the gauntlet of the virtues and
vices. Not so is it with our ladies. In them
there is nothing to blame, nothing to chal-
lenge censure. They differ from each other
only in the measure of their goodnes. They
cannot even be confronted with the pro:
prieties, their conduct is always admirable
and cases of difference are but instance of
variety in loveliness and degrees in that
indefluitely comparable adjective " sweet."
We are thorough. democrats, it is true, but
we have oar "queens" of society, and I
most devoutly do we believe that our
queens " can do no wrong."

But we n.ay presume that our correspen-
dent belongs to a class just out of their
short clothes and really anxious to become
some day, not pets of society, but sensible,
well-behaved, industrious and matronly I
women. If such be the case we gladly vol-
unteer an advice.

The bane of young American maidenhood
is an almost universal disposition to undue
familiarity. Not that they are not scropn-
lously proper; they are even fastidious in
their choice of acquaintances.

PREVIOUS DEFEATS BY INDIA.NS.

Referring to the recent massacre of Cues-
ter's troops, a Northern paper says:

In its magnitude this is the most or nsbing
defeat that the American army has suntain
e ed at the hands of the savages since the
United States became a nation, if there
I be excepted St, Clair's disaster. This took
place November 4, 1791, when the Miamie,
led by Mishekonequoh, better known as
t Little Turtle, utterly routed the American

army under General St. Clair, who lost
thirty-nine officers and 593 men. One of
the few occasions on which Washington,
himself versed in Indian warfare and
remembering the fate of the regulars nader
Braddock, lost his self-control, was when
I be received the news of thiscalamity. The
news was brought to him by a special mes-
t senger while.be was at dinner with com-
pany. He went out to speak with the
messenger, returned to his seat, went
through the dinner with periect composure,
and immediately attended Mrs. Washing-
tmn's drawing-room, speaking courteously
with every lady. When the company had
gone and Mrs. Washington had retired,
leaving the President and his Secretary, Mr.
Sears, alone, Washington broke out again
and again in terrible explosions of wrath.
"Yes," he exclaimed," here on this very
spot I took leave of him; I wished him
success and honor. 'You have your in-
structions from the Secretary of War,'said I.
'I had a strict eye to them, and will add but
one word-Beware of a surprise ! You know
how the Indians fight us. 1 repeat it-Be-
ware of a surprise.' Hewentoff with that,
mw last warning, thrown in his ears. And
yet, to'suffer that army to be cut to pieces,
hacked, butchered, tomahawked by a sur-
prise-the very thing I had guarded him
against. O, God! O, God ! (throwing op
his hands and shaking with emotion) he's
worse than a murderer. How can he an-
swer to his country t The blood of the
slain is upon him, the curse of the widows
and orphans, the course of heaven."

The war of 1812 witnessed no serious de-
feat, the massacres of Chicago and Detroit
having been wrought on defenseless prison-
ers. In 1835 came the Seminole war. Gen-
eral Thompson, the Commissioner, when the
Indians refused to emigrate, denying that
they bad signed the treaty of Fort Gibson
understandingly, put Oscoola in irons and
provoked a war. O0 the 28th of December
Osceola killed Thompson. a lieutenant and
several others at Fort Kink, and the same
day, in the Wahoo swamp, fell on Major
Dade and a body of 110 regularsandde-
stroyed them completely; indeed, the
bodies were not found for a long time.
Thus began a war which cost the United
States 1,466 lives and $10 000,000.

The next great Indian war was provoked
by the massacre of some five hundred In-
dians, principally women and children,
November 28, 1864, at Fort Lyon, by Col-
onel Chivington, after they had been in-
duced to go into camp in the vicinity of
the troops. The Indians had vengeance
for this in December, 1869. The Govern
ment had been constructing a new road
to Montana, which the Indians claimed
would drive tihe game out of their best
h uttng grounds; accordingly they opposed
its " nitiing P.ud ube vi.;-rr..-!y. From
July 2t6 to December 21 .they attacked
every train that passed over the road, and
fifty-one times appeared in hostaleats,.e bte
fore Fort Phil Kearny anid killed five officers,
ninety one men and fifty-eight citizens.
December 6 they attacked a wood-train
two miles from the fort. Colonel Fetter-
man with fifty men, a~lled out and rescued
it. This gave the Indians the hint and on
the 21st they planned a similar attack, pre
paring an ambush. Colonel Fetterman,
Captain Brown and Lieutenant Grommond
were sent out with ninety-one men, when
tihe Indians, 3,000 strong, fell on them and
destroyed them. Sixty-seven corpses were
found in a spsce toirty five feet in diame-
ter. Colonel Fetterman and Captain Brown
blew out each other's brains to avoid being
taken alive.

FLECHIER, TiE PFRENCH PULPIT ORA-
TOR.

fAppletoe's Journal ]
Among the many celebrated discourses

of this great orator, is the funeral oration i
of Marshal Turenne, that celebrated sol-'
dier who, in an age the most fraitful per-
haps of any in great names, had no supe-
rior, and but one rival; who was as modest
as he wras great; as highly 'esteemed for his
probity as he was for has military skill, and
whose fuolts we may all the more readily
pardon, seeing that he never made a vain
parade of hie many virtues; the only man in
short, whose death was regarded by the peo-
ple as a public calamity, and whose ashes,
since the time of Dogueseclln, were judged
worthy of being mingled with those of
kings. Here Flechier, as has often been
remarked, seemed to rise above himself. It
would appear as though the public grief
bad imparted a more than usual activity
to his intelligence; his style warms, his
maginestion rises, hie Images asesume a

more imposing form Yet between this
funeral oration and that of the Great
Condo, by Boesuet, there is abse same daf

fereaee pere•epdble as between the obar•c-
tersof the men themselves. The one bears
the impress of pride, and seems to be the
work of inspiration; the other even in its
elevation, appears the fruit of an art per-
fected by experience and study. Thus, sin-
gularly enough, these two men found in
their panegyrlstq a style of eloquence ana-
logons to their individnual characters and
dispositions.

Thp funeral oration of Marbhal Terence
is noless one of the gems of French pulpit
oratory; the exordium, above all, will, for
its majestic and solemn character, be ever
cited as a masterpiece of harmonious elo-
quence. The first two parts present a no-
ble image of the talents of the general and
the virtues of the man ; but as the orator
draws towards the close, he seems to ac-
quire fresh strength; he depicts with a
rapid baud the final triumphs of the war-
rior; he shows us Germany convulsed, the
enemy in confusion, the eagle already tak-
ing wing, and preparing for its flight into
the mountalons; the artillery thunderiog
from either flank to cover the retreat;
France and Europe awaiting in the expec-
tation of agreat event. Soddenly the ora-
tor pauses; he addresses himself to the
" God of armies," who disposes alike of
conquerors and victories ; then he presents
to our view the pale and bleeding form of
the great captain, stretched upon his
trophies, and points out in the distance the
sorrowing images ot Religion and Father-
land. "' Turenue dies !" he exclaims; "all
is hushed in silent sorrow; Victory droops
her wearied head; Peace flees away; the
courage of the troops at one moment over-
come with grief, is at the next reanimated
by vengeance; the whole camp is motioa-
less. The wounded think of the loss they
have incurred, not of the wounds they have
received, while dying fathers send their
sons to weep over the remains of their dead
general."
