The reports
of Btate Auditora of taxes levied during the
eame nine years, ending with 1875, exhibit
about the same proportion of two to one
against the city. The country tax during
that time amounted to £0,740,894 54, while
that of the city was $17,357,194 74 —not far
from doable.
