PL d to hia little army, he taught the mor
derons savages that the colony under his care
owned oune determined arm, which wonld seek
them oot and strike ite avenging blow,
bowever far they hid themselves within the
deptha of their glorioos forests. Beiog obliged
to abandon thie fort, the French spiked some of
their goos, throwing the others into the river,
Nearly one hundred years afterwards, Jackson
also eatablished a emall foree at old Fort Tou-
longe, and on leaving it, abandoned Bienville’s
goos to whatever fute might betide them. One
of these venerable souvenirs of the two illoa-
trions men fonod its way to Montgomery, and
—'"Alps, how are the mighty fallen!"—now
serves Lo bold op a broken sidewalk at Pollard’s
corner in the pretty eapital of Alabama.

There nre three incidents in the ¢olonial his-
tory of Alabama which, once learned, can never
e forgotten. The Massacre of Fort Mims, the
Canoe-fight, aud the life of Weatherford, the

tad Eagle, are among those details of Awerican
history which are notto be funnd in works of a
general character.

Wa proposs giving shor, consecotive
cketobes of these three points, which may serve
oY wampiles to [lostrate the terrible perils of
tke early settlirs of Alsbama, the splendid
conrage of her hardy bunters, and the heroic
apirit of her notamed forest- warriors. :

Fort Mims was wsituated on the Tensaw
branch of the Alabama, and the fearfnl massacre
which sent a thrill of horror thoaghount the en-
tire Union, was perpetrated in 1511 by the
Creek Indians noder the leadership of the Red
Esgle.

The set1lers along the banks of the Tensaw,
Alubaws spd Tombeckbos rivers were, for
the most part, emigrants from the Carolinas,
Georgia and Virginia, with & few French and
Spanish Crevles from Mobile and Pensacola,
Among these bold and adventurons epirits,
were intelligent and refined families and many
individoala of great moral worth and excel
lence. Agricoliore was, of course, the chief
employment of the men, while the boldest
among them eogaged in honting the gawe,
then so valoable and so abandsnt thronghoat
the coontry. .

In 1812, Tecamaeh, who bad conceived the
grand although terrible design of uniting all
the Indian tribes against the Americans, paid &
visit to the towns along the waters of the
Alabama so 84 to inoite the different nations to
o cononrrence in his designs; and so well did
be socoeed in his wily plans that all the promwi-
nent chieftains joimed the conspiracy, and im-
mediately began the arrabgements necessary
for carrying on the bloody work.

In consequence of this determination on the
part of the Indians, hostilities bLegan io &
desaltory way by the burniog of houses and
the murder of defenceless women and children.
A party of Crevks, in this manner, wlile on
their way to Pensscola to prosore arms and
ammunition, mordered & whole family of set-
tlers nnder circometances of particnlar croelty,
A military force, aided by some friendly In-
disne, resolved to inlercept this party on ite
return from Fioride asd revenge the atrocions
deed. The collision took place at Barnt Corn
Creek, " where the old forrow path torned off
to Pensacola.,” This engagement, althongh it
resolted in defeat to the sttscking party, cost
the Indisns the most of their goods, and a large
number of their bravest warrrors.

It also acted ss an incentive to immediate
and general bostilities; and Fort Mims was
selacted sa the firet point of aitack, beoauss it
was sopposed the main body of the soldiers
who had participated in the motion of Barnt
Corn had taken refoge there.

The news of battle cansed a terrible fear
among the settlers, and all who conld do so,
hurried to the varions forts or stockades for
protection. Fort Mims, sixty miles from Mo-
bile, had been ereoted around the dwelliog
house of Bamuoel Mims, & wealthy citizen whose
residence was a few yards from Tensaw Lake,
a tribotary of the Alsbamas. The defence con-
sisted of walls made of pine tronks abont fif-
teen fest high, of a blockhonse and bastion,
and of ap inner line of pioket fensing. The
garzison bed no artillery, bot the walls were
pierced for musketry, sod two gates opened
ont, one to the esst and the other to the weat.
Including soldiers, men, women and children,

thare were five hondeed péracss within the in-

Gen. Claib had even wisited the post,
warning them against & sorprise, snd recom-
mending the building of two additional Llock-
hopses, Bame friendly Indiaos gave them no-
tice of the proximity of Weatherford's warriors,
and two negro men positively declared, the day
before the futal one, that they had seen twenty
monnted Ivdians io thbe woods around the
lake. And yet, straoge to relate, the instioet
of danger seemed to die within the bresats of
all within the furt, bot most particolarly
within that of the commander, who actually
ordered the two negroes to be flagged for givivg
a false alarm to the gariison ! On the 30th of
Angost, & beantifol anmmer day, the young
people were allowed, as usnal, to wander out
along tha shores of Tensaw Bay, the cfioers
were enjoying themselves at cards, conplea of
light dapcers were whiling away the time
within the fort, and the greatclomay esstern
gate was left open and nogaarded!

Major B sassly little thooght ms he partiei-
pated io the bilarity of his subordinate officers:
that & thonsaud Berce warriors were creeping
atealthily op throogh the caksand pines of the
grand old woods aroond thew, ready to take
advantage of his strange and erimioal pegli-
genoe. At the signal of noon, the hoor of din-
ner, & wild yell borst over the heads of the
doomed garrisoo, aod a clond of painted sava-

It
is npeedless to detail all the horrors of the
scene, so suddenly ohanged from Joy to fear,
from sunshine into gloom. :

Of five hondred and fifsy inhabitants, who
awoke within the Fort, on that 30sh Avgust,
1813, only seventeensurvived to tell the horrid
tale. The Iodians fonght from twelve until
five in the afterncon, burning all the honses,
soalping all the dead, and matilating all the
women in & manner too horrible to be detailed.

Weatherford, whosa eagle plomes weare red
indeed that day with blood of the whites,
vainly sonpght to stay the morder of the women
and the children, but the fierce spirits he bad
gathered for the work refased to listen to his
appeal, nnd thus afiized to his already dreaded
name that of *the morderer of Fort Mims.”

OFf those who anrvived, one, a soldier named
Mathews, had showed himaelf & coward, akalk-
ing bebind the block-bonse st & time when
even the ehildren pave their aid to the brave
men Gghting for their lives, [t is true ho was
wonnded, bot it was by a woman’s hand, for
Mre. Baily, provoked st the cowardice of the
man, panocured him severely with a bayonet
a8 he lay trembling againat the wall.

The blood-stained warriors revelled in their
snccesses, and boasted that Tecnmaeh’s mission
had already been sccomplished. They thonght
the American ssttlers wonld never recover from
this fearfol blow, and that Alabama's soil
wounld soon be rid of their hated presence,
Toey had yet to learn what Claiborne, Floyd
and Jackson counld do when the spirit of re-
venge for their mordered countrymen inspired
the brave hesrts nnder their command.

“Fort Mims!” was the war-ory throoghoat
that brilliant series of engagements which,
cnlminating in the battle of Tohopeka, or the
Horse-shos Baond (March, 1814,) encircled the
name of Jeckson with almost Homerio glory,
and croshed forever the eonfedermcy of the
Creeks, while it terminated the public career

DimiNuTION OF WAGRS 1IN ENGLAND.—
Complainta regarding the inflated state of
wages in England are becoming both bitter
and freqoent. At a recent meering of the
Manchester, Sheflleld, and Lincolnshire
Railway Company, the chairman said that
at the present day the coet of mining coal
in Great Britaio is 15 per cent higher, as n
matter of wages, than it was eight or
nine years ago. He pointed oot that the
Enpglish iron trade is seriously affected,
mu? that it is oDow impossible for it te
compete in America or other markets of
the world. He further stated, however,
that the dimioution of wages paid in
England was siready nearly ®10,000,000
weekly, and expressed the hope that, after
another yenr of such discipline in the way
of financial atress, Epglaond, by reduciog
the infiation of wages and doiog more work,
would outbid all other prodaoeers in the
world in the cbhespness of her produocts.—
