To vur venerable birothers, the Patrlarcis, Primates,

Vecerable brothers, health and Apoatolio benodiction :

As the responsibility of ouor Apostolio min-
jstry demanded
our Pontifisata, we have not peglacted to puint
out the mortal plagas whieh insinuates itaelf
amongst the members of the hanmacn society,
and which places it in grest peril. At the
game !ime we icdicated what were the moset
efficnnions remediea by means of which society
conld ha bronght baok to safety and could
escar - the dapgers which menace it. Bot the
evi's taat we then deplored have so rapidly in-
oreassd thet again weare forced to address yoo;
for weseem io hear resounding in oor ears
theao words of the prophet : “Cry ont, cease not
to ory oat; lift op your voice and let it be like
the trompet.”

Yoo nnderstand, venerabls brethrem, with-
ontdiffisnlty, that weepeak of the sect of men
wha osll themaslven difarently, and b almost
harbaroos oames—Socialisty, Communists, nnd
Nihili=is—and who, scattersd over the earth,
snd closaly nni&ul\"w an iniguitons pact, no
longer asek the sid of the dearknesa of seoret
socisties, but comiog farth in the daylight,
publicly and with all annfilenes, endeavor to
scgompliah the design, whioh they have long
sinoe formed, of overthrowing the foundations
of 81l civil mociety, Thesa are sssoredly they
who, as the Divine Beriptore atiests, “gully all
fleal, despise all dominstion, and bladpbemeall
majestv."”

In eff-ot, they leave eatire and intact noth-
ing of that which has been wissly deoroed by
the laww divine and homan for the secarity
and howor of 1ife.
