ECKLES AGAINST THE UHEENBACn..

Only Safety fr tha Govarnmeat Lies la
Their Annihilation, Ha Sajr.

Chicago, Jan. 17. Comptroller of tbe
Currency James II. Ecklci spoke last
night at the annual banquet of the real
estate board on "Our Currency System."
He discussed particularly the "greenback"
element of the system, citing It "because
the barm which it Is doing muit bs mani-
fest to all; because every bond Issue made
to preserve the gold resenre In the treasury
bears tontlinony to the expense It Is to tlio
taxpayer, and every measure Introduced In
eongrenn to cancel the Indebtedness which
It nprei-iits- , or prevent too great rapid-
ity and repetition of the presenting of It
for redemption, proclaims Its harmful-nes- .

"The legal tender Immucs of the govern-
ment ought and must hq. redeemed and
retired. If the Amerlcanpcoplearetoborld
of recurring danger and loss arising from
their being part of our currency Issues.
It la assorted that when the ruvenuet of
the government exceed the neoessary ex-

penditures bond Issues will cease, and no
further trouble follow. The difficulty,
however, ' beyond the question of
revenue and touchet a vital point In
trenching upon the confidence of those
dealing with us In our ability to always
pay these obligations In gold.'

"Complete confidence cannot be restored
by simply increasing the governmental
Income, but even It It could there would
ba no guarantee again it f utare Impair
mint of It through the same cause. .There
Is but one road to bolutf safety, and
that lfit .through tholr payment and
