Old long Jackets f plunh, velvet or silk
can be alterud lulu the Loui Uulnzu fash
ion by letting out the plait below the
waist behind and cutting the loose mate-
rial into godtts, which must bo stiffened.
The Louis Qulnze coat Is not closed In
front, except perhaps with a button or
two across thu bntitHt, but Is left open to
snow a vest or suit with pocket Duds. It
has no godets on tho Dps. Largo, hort
rovers aro necessary, which may bo of dlf
foront goods or of fur if there is no more
material like tho Jacket. The main dlffl
cult lies with tho slcevos, which must be
large, of course. Material to mutoh velvet

and plush Jackets la not hard to find, but
with figured silks this is scarcely possible.
In that caso tho sleeve, rovers and collar
may bo of tho same goods, different from
the laidy of tho Jacket.

Women who possess old broche or em-
broidered silk may niako it into a plain
tailor fashioned vost to bo worn with a
bolero or tdi'Tt jacket of fur.

A black silk gown may have
bodlco replaced by ona of velvet, black or
somo rich color, such aa red, dahlia, green
or royal blue, the slooves being like the
kklrt.

Entlro corsages differing from tlio skirt
are worn for deinltolkt at tho theater or
for Informal 4R11 tiers, but nro not consid-
ered suitable for largo balls or ceremonious
occasions.

Oweu Wister concerning tho cast and
tho west ore quoted by Mr. Arthur Sted-xua- n

iu a fketch cf the young author.
"OuothingI have noticed," aid Mr.
Wister, "regarding Iho cast and the
west. It can bo expressed briefly, al-

though it will ivquiro explanation after-
ward. In Baying that the head of the
country 6ccnia to bo in the east while
tbo heart Rectus to bo in tho west, I may
perhaps menu tbut the west seems
crndor, although I never phrase it to
myself in just that wuy, but iu travel-
ing about there one is etrnck continual-
ly with tho kindness of everybody and
with their interest in all peoplo who
aro iu tronblo. Their knowlcdgo and
good feeling also are not confined to
tLoir own part of the country and what
ia going ou there, whether it bo pros-
perity or adversity, but their interest
extends to tho east. That is to say, if
you go to Chicago or San Francisco,
or wherever the centers cf population
are, you will find that most people yon
talk with are familiar with things in
Xew York and tbo cast, and are inter-
ested to know what New York and oth-

er large eastern cities are doing, while,
on the other hand, when yon return
from western regions to Now York and
Philadelphia, people iu those cities seem

ery much less concerned with other
parts of tho country and are more con-

cerned with their own immediate sur-

roundings mid life almost, I should
eay, tho least national, although far
more civilized." New York Tribune.

Why Bom GUaae Are Called Tuonblera.
Every day we drink out cf a tumbler.

Why Li tho large glass that holds our
milk and water so called? Years ago
Professor Max Mullor was giving a
luncheon at All Souls' college, Oxford,
to the Princess Alice, the wifo of tbe
Grand Dnke of (he
second daughter of Queen Victoria.
There were not a dozen gnents Lesidcs
fho princess aud her htubund, and a

pyery agreeable luncheon was had. with
talk ou all kinds of interesting subjects.

But what excited the curiotity cf all
strangers present was a sot of little
round bowls of silver, about tho size of
a large orango. They wcro brought
round filled to the brim with the famous
ale brewed in the college. These, w e
are told, were tumblers, and we were
speedily shown how they came by thtir
names a fitting lesson for the guests
of a philologist. When one of theso lit-
tle bowls was empty, it was placed up-
on tho table mouth downward. Instant-
ly, 60 perfect was its balance, it flew
back to its proper i as if asking
to be filled again. No matter how it
Was treated ruudled along tho floors,
balanced carefully on ita sido, dropped
suddenly upon tbo soft, thick carpet up
it rolled again and settled itself with a
few gentle shakings and swayings into
ita place, like one. of those india rubber
tumbling dolls babies delight in.

This, then, was tho origin cf onr word
tumbler, at first made cf silver, as are
all these All Souls tumblers. Then,
wVn glass became common, tho round
glasses that stood on a fiat base saper-sede- d

the exquisitely balanced silver
spheres and stole their names so success-
fully that you have to go to All Souls'
to 6eo the real thing.

Unique Itanlnraa Failure.
The queerest failure in Maine for

years was that of B. B. Douglas of
who lives four miles from a

village on a country road, and yet man-
aged to go up for f oO.OOO. This unique
merchant's stock in trade ranged from
farms to anodvuo liniment and from
pins to mowing machines, dry goods,
clothing, boots und shoes, grain, flour,
