NATIONAL LEGISLATIVE GOSSIP.

Qqajr Resolution la tha enate Froa 8lli
Dabata la tha Houms

Washingtos, Feb. laThe matter of
most interest early this week lu the senate
Is the Quay resolution to recommit the
free silver bill reported at a substitute for
the tariff bill. The vote will probably be
taken tod .17. and tbe Interest is enhanced
by the belief that it will be very close. The
Republicans expect to poll their full vote
ot forty-fou- r members for recommittal,
and tbey are not without hope that they
may get a vote or two from the Demo-
cratic side. This claim Is. however, vigor-
ously contested by the Denioerats. who
say they have a full IX mocratlo and Pop-
ulist vote against this proposition. If they
succeed In defeating tbe resolution the ef-

fect will be to place the silver sulstltuts
for the tariff bill bvfi.fu the senate.

The general debate on t ho free coinage
"sub" for the bond bill, which was dis-
cussed day and night for four dnys in the
house last week, will close today. It Is
the general expectation that a vote will be
reached some time tomorrow. As to the
result there is no sort of doubt. D ngley's
motion to and Insist on thj
houso bill will carry by a vat majority,
probably exceeding 10), if there Is a full
house. It Is not believed that Crimp's mo
tion to concur in the free coinage substi-
tute will muster over 100 vote. j

option of the government, to coin the
seigniorage and to rttlrs national bank
notes of a less denomination than 110, the
vota mnv tia rliu f it. la thr.n ,(.,.

Hall, a Democrat from Missouri, on the
other band, announced bis conversion to
"sound money" In a rather sensational
speech in which he charged that eight
senators who voted for frea coinage, ac-
cording to "credible Information," had
privately said that they believed free coin-
age would bring upon this country na-
tional and Individual bankruptcy and
ruin. He charged them with trying to
"feather their nests at home," and de-
clared that the greatest sin of the present
age was the cowardice of statesmen.

Croker,
the of Tammany Hall, was given
a dinner at the Hotl Savoy. The event
was unlquo In the history of Tammany
polities, for never before bas the organiza-
tion seen tho voluntary retirement of lis
leader, and never before, It is safe to say,
have so many Tuinmany braves con-
tributed to a dinner, the cost of which
was 140 a plate. The feature of tbe dinner
was the presentation of a loving cup to
Croker by bis successor, John C. iSheohan,
on behalf of the Tammany leaders.

This loving cup stands thlrtocn and a
half Inches high, will hold two gallons
and weighs Klo ounces, It Is composts! of
solid silver. Etched round the body of
the cup Is an ornamental Indian twit or
girdle, above which Is the inccrlptlon:
"Presented to the Hon. Richard Croker at
a dinner tendered him. Hotel 8avoy.
Feb. 8, 18967' John C. Hheehan, tho new
chief of Tammany, presided, and among
the guests were nearly all the prominent
Democrats of the city and atate.
