New Youx, Fob., 80.—The largest fili-
bustering expedition that, has yot been
tittad out in the interest of the Cuban rev-
olutionists came to geiel shortly bofore
midulght Monday night by the selzure, in
this harbor, of the stenmer Bermuda, fly-
ing the British flag.  The stosm lghter J.
