The Largest Newspaper.

The largest newspaper ever published
in this or any other country was The
Muminated Quadruple Constellation,
which was issued in New York city oo
July 4, 1839, It was a 25,000 edition,
and was sold at 50 conts por copy.  The
size of the page of this shoot was 70 by
100 inches, or almost 49 sqoare feet,
It was an eight page paper, 18 coluuns
to the page, or o total of 104 columns,
each 48 inches in length, It was illcs-
trated with good portraits of Presidont
Buchauan, Edward Everott, Heury
Wand Beocher, N. P. Banks, 1K H.
Chapin, Horace Grooley, Elizabeth Bar.
rott Browning, Alexunder von Hum-
boldt, James 3. Beunott, mul several
others. The paper contained 36 difforent
poems entire, one of them having as
many as 64 cight line verses. Among
other articles of special note was the
eelebrated ** Moon Hoax, ' taken from a
copy of the New York San, publizhed
in 1585, It rvqquired the work of 40 por-
sons ten hours per day for cight weeks
to ‘‘get out'' this mammoth paper -
Newspaperdom.
