Still it Is bad
enough to have a pest that not only
eats everything within Its reach, but
will also take a bite out of your finders
or legs If you bother him.

The Idaho devil is a powerful noi?e
maker, but he has no voice. His alleged
chirp is produced by rubbing his wings
together. He lives In a hole with little
galleries underground, and In front of
bis bonne be builds a small platform,
on which he throve his refuse. All
day and all night he sits at the en-

trance to his home and performs oper-
atic selections with his wings. The
male and the female live apart, each
in its own house. Squabbles arc fre-
quent, and they fight bo fiercely with
their bind legs and powerful Jaws,
armed with serrated teeth, that the
combatants frequently suffer the most
dreadful mutilation. They never go
more than an inch or two away from
their burrows, which they defend w ith
th utmost ferocity.

If these were the only crickets to be
fought against in the northwest, the
people of that region would bo com-

paratively happy. Unfortunately, there
In a tribe of insects, nearly allied to
the "devils" clrcady described, which
have a migratory propensity. They
start on a Journey through ft country
like the locusts of old, appearing sud-

denly In such enormous numbers that
no measures taken against them are
of the slightest avail. No obstacle
r.tops them. Their armies destroy
everything before them, leaving behind
them only a brown desert.

These are army crickets.
Just now they arc making themselven
a terror. Under ordinary circumstances
they are vegetable feeders, but In

straits they become carnivorous. Tho
farmers in regions Infesled by them
dig ditches into which they tumble In
vast numbers. For lack of their usunl
food they fall upon one another, and
great is the destruction.

This seems to be one of those yean
when an attack Is being made upon the
crops all along the line. The army
worm is doing a lot of damage Just at
present, and Is making Itself particu-
larly obnoxious In Illinois, Indian,
Ioiva, Kentucky nnd Missouri. This Is

sn Insect native to North America. No-

where else In the world Is It particular-
ly destructive, It Is a naked a'rlped
caterpillar, about an Inch and a quar-

ter long, and dark In color. In May nnd

brigands near
were released

on June 19. after
thirteen and a half
days of captivity la
the mountains, says

the London Standard. They were well-treat-

by the brigands, although for
the first few days they had nothing to
eat but the dry biscuit supplied to
them by their captors. It was only
when their whereabouts was ascertain-
ed that provisions were sent up t them
by their friends at Koorl baths.

From the statements made by the
brigands it appears that they were on
the lookout for a party of wealthy peo-

ple, consisting of Armenians and the
wife of a Greek banker, who In reality
were to have gone to Koorl on the
same day, but who, for some reason or
other, had, at the last moment, ad-

journed their departure from Constan-
tinople. This shows that the brigands
were kept informed of the movements
of important people by their friends at
Constantinople.

The capture was effected between
Yalova and Koorl, the brigands sud-

denly appearing round one of the num-

erous mounds which dot the country
between the coast and the watering
plice cf Koorl. Firing a volley on the
horrs of the carriage containing the
ladies they disabled the animal and
brought the conveyance to a standstill.
The two mountel gendarrr.es accom-

panying the ladies, seeing that taey
were greatly outnumbered, bolted In
the direction of the baths.

The ladi?s were thereupon marched
in tho direction of the nicuntaini un-

til the party reached a small village,
where horses were obtained and two
of the prisoners mounted thereon. Tho
third, beins too 111 to ride, was released
and proceeded to Koorl. bringing with
her the conditions stipulated by the
briganda for the release cf their cap-

tives and a spot was Indicated where
the ransom of 2j,0uO had to be de-

posited within a given time.
The Journey was continued Fome-wh-

farther inland. In the heart of the
mount ilns, where the party encamped
and there awaited the news of the ar-
rival of the money. The band number-
ed fifteen, all armed from head to foot
some with rifles, others with repeat-
ing rifles and all having knives and
yataghans.

During the capture the bandits were
very rough toward their prisoners, but
once In the mountains this attitude
changed Into one of gentlemanly and
even gallant conduct. Thus a small
hut was erected from .he branches of
trees, while ferns and leaves wciv col-

lected, which served ha bods fcr the cap.
tives, whose coverings were the heavy
coata of the brigands. Rain fell nt

In copious showers and. in spit?
of all precautions, the ladies were
drenched to tho skin. Two of the old-
est of the brigands were posted outside
the ladles' hut to nount gunrd and
wait upon them, while th? rest of tho
band withdrew to a respectful distance.

Tho leading brigands were
from Yanina, Including the chief ol' the
b:nd. who wrote and spoke Cr.eic
fluently and. moreover, appeared to ho
well educated. The men were c!l
and uniformly dressed and the chitf,
among other things, possersed an ex-

cellent field glass, which entblej hjm
to watch the movements of his Intend-
ed prey, a3 well as of the troops ar.d
gendarmerie, who at one time were so
active as seriously to tnrlanger the lives
of the captives.

Not only were troops hurried to the
scene of the abduction from Ismnlt.
Pandemia, Kara-Mus- and other dis-
tricts, btit the authorities armed the
peasants and sent them In pursuit of
the brigands, believing that they would
attract less attention than the soldiers
and gendarmes. The brigands, how-
ever, soon protested against these
maneuvers and withdrew further into
the mountains. Hence partly the de-
lay In the release.

Another cause of the delay was the
non-ariiv- of the money for the ran-
som, which, thanks to the energetic andcourageous Intervention of the drago-
man of the French embassy, m. Rouct
who remained a night with the dele-
gates sent by tho brigands, was reduced
from 23,000 to 10,000. One of thebrigands, a certain Barba Nicola was
subsequently captured by the 'gen.
darmes In a shepherd's hut, whore hehad fallen asleep after a carouse He
surrendered without a struggle. Thesum of 780 was found upon him! Therest of the band are being actively pur-
sued, but, owing to the difficult nature
of the country, it is doubtful whetherthey will be secured.
