THE OLDEST KNOWN BIRD.

It Had Teeth In Its Jaws and Was Othor-
wise Elegant.

“The Solenhofen slate of Bavaria,'
writes Professor H. . Beeley in his
recent little volume, *‘The Story of the
Barth Iu Past Ages, ' “makes known
pumerons iusects and other forms of ter-
restrial life of this period, including the
oldest known bird. A bird is known by
ita feathors, though there is no reason
why the covering to the skin should not
be a8 variablo in this group of animals
a8 among reptiles or mammals It is,
therefore, remarkable that the oldest
known bird, the archeopteryx, has
feathers ss well developsd ws in the ex-
isting representatives of the class and
similarly arranged.

The animal is sn elsgant, slender
bird, which is chiefly remarkable for
showing teeth in the jaws. About 12,
short and conical, coour on each side of
the upper jaw. The bird was larger
than the robiu in its body and had »
tail of which there was a bony core
somme six inohes in length. The wings
were guite ns well developed us the legs,
and thers are some evidenoes that tho
former could bo applied to the ground,
a8 are the fore legs of quadrupeds, al-
thoogh the feathers show the wings to
have been eonstructed on the same plan
as the birds of today. The Soleshofen
stone, in which so many of the remains
of fishes, reptiles and inscets are found,
is the same as that used for lithographic
purposcs, beiug of exceeding close tex-
ture and of remarkable smoothness
when prepared for its work. "

Witnesses Who See Through Glass,

“It is curibus, '’ says a Maine lawyer,
**how prevalent the notion is that a per-
son cannot testify as a witness in court
to anything seen through glass. ‘What
would you do with all the folks that
wear #pectacles and see everything
throogh gluss? asked a Maine judgoe
pot long ago, referring to this notion.
If the glass through which an action or
event Was seen wis Wavy, so as to dis-
tort the appearance of objects, that fact
might nowadays raise a doubt as to the
reliability of the evidence, but could not
exclude it. The prevailing notion doubt-
less had its rise in very ancient days,
when all the glass in use for windows
was very much warped and blurred
Such glass may be seen—an gingle pane
of it—in theoffice of the little hotel in
Qambridge village, framed and kept as
a rolic. Where such material was in
use it is little wonder that & witness
was provented from testifying as to
what he saw throogh it. It was in com-
mon nse in England at the time of the
settloment of New England, and natu-
rally in the early homes of thiscoutinent
it was the best that could be had. But
such & rule where modern glass is in
common wuse would be nonsonse.''—
