HOW ALLSPICE GROWS.

Something About the Besutiful and Fra-
grant Plmento Tree,

The plmento or ullspice treo is oulti-
vated In the West Indies and Jamaica.
This beautiful troe usually grows to o
hedght of about 80 fest. It has a straight
trunk, much branched nbove, npd cov-
ered with » very smooth brown bark.
Tho lewves vary lo rize and shape, but
urn always of o durk, shining green
eolor, During the months of July and
August the treo i3 in foll bloom, the
blossoma consisting of very fragrant,
small, white flowers,

When n new plantation of pimento
trees s to bo formed, no regular sowing
or plating takea place, booause it s
noxt to impossible to propagate the
young plauts or to raise them from
geods in parts of the conutry where they
are not found growing spontancously.
Usnally n picoe of land is selectod either
eloso to a plantation already formed or
in n part of the woodland where plinen-
to trees are growing o o native state.
Tho chosen piece of land is then cleared
of all wood oxcept these tiees, and the
felled timber is allowed to remain on
tho ground for the purpese of protecting
the very yonug pimento plants.

At thoe end of two years the land ia
thoroughly cleared, and only the most
vigorous pimento treea and plants are
loft standing. The plants come t0 ma-
turity in aboat seven yoars.

In favorable seasons the pimento orop
{& enormons, o single tree often yielding
4 hupdeod or more pounds of the dried
spice.  The berrles aro ploked while
grooy, becanse if left on the treo until
ripe they lose their pungent tasto and
aro valueless, The green berries are ex-
posed to the sun for o week or ton days,
when they loso their green color and
turn o reddish brown, When perfectly
dry, they are put in bags and casks for
exportation.

The odor and the taste of the pimento
berries are thought to resemble a com-
binution of those of cinnmmuon, nutmeg
and cloves; hepce the familine name
“allspice. "—Philadelphia Times,

But the Senator-Elect Manages
to Say Very Little.

TELLS WHAT HE DOESN'T KNOW,

And Pumping the Ohlo Statesinan Proves
Vory Dry Work—Calls on Msuns, but
Doss Not Discuss the Scostorial Sitna-
tlon —Not ln the Confidence of Seastor
Sherman, and Thinks There Is Nothiag
In the Current Stories.

Cleveland, Nov, 285 —Senator-Blect
Joseph B. Foraker came to Cleveland
yesterday on legal business, and called
on Chalrmuan Hanna at the latter's of-
fice In the Porry-Payne bullding. 'They
were closeted for a little over half an
hour. Afterward Foraker sald to an
Assoclated TPress representative: 1
marely called on Mr. Hanna to pay my
reaspects, and will run down to Canton
tomorrow morning to call on Major
McKinley. My vinit han no political sig-
nificance whatevar.”

"During your talk with Mr. Hanna
was the senatorial situation men-
toned 1" wan anked.

“No sir, ™ replied Senator Foraker,
"It was not, except that we did speak
of the nowspaper stories. Put there s
nothing in them, nothing at all.”

Does Not Know Sherman's Desires

“Ilo you think Senstor Sherman
would accept the state portfolio™ was
the next question.

*1 don't know,”" replied the senator-
elect. 1 have not seen Senator Sher-
man in some time, I cannot tell wheth-
er he would accépt the portfolio of
state or not. 1 do not think he has
bean asked yor"”

“Isn't Governor Pushnell & candidate
Yor senatorial honors ™

“1 don't think he has sald anything
to Indicate that. Governor Bushnell is
a candidate for renomination as gov-
ernor of Ohlo.™

“In case SBenstor Sherman should go
into thecabinet,doyou think Mr. Hanna
would be a strong senatorial candi-
date?

“Mr. Hanna Is a very strong man,
but I don't think there {8 anything In
those stories.”

Oljoets to s Leading Question.

“Would Mr. Hanna have your sup-
port for the senate? “That s hardly
& proper question to ask, It Is rather
too early for me to talk about that
Politics 1s kaleldoscople, you know, and
changes are continual and sometimes
unexpected. We think much of this
talk is largely for tho purpose of show-
Ing trouble and factional strife In the
Republican ranks, whereas, As a mat-
ter of fact, the Republican party in
Ohlo was never more united and
harmonious than now. Thare are no
differences or tronbles between Mr, Me-
Kinley, Mr. Hunna, Benator 8herman
and me.”

Waould Fostpone Tarlil Legislation.

“Do you think the Dingley bill will
pass the next sesslon of congress?’
was noxt asked. “My opinion I8 re-
plied Foraker, “that It would be wiser
te postpone that legislatlon until the
next congress, which will be a Republi-
can one, when a tarlff bill of our own
and satisfactory to all could be intro-
duced.”

FOLICY OF THE SILVER SENATORS,

Pubois, of Idaho, Says It Will Be an Ag-
gresaive Fight for Silver.

Balt Lake, Utah, Nov. 28~The Tri-
bune publishes an Interview with Sen-
ator Dubods, of Idaho.

If you putb your ear
olose to this crevico and lsten futently,
you ocan hear, far below, the sound of &
watoh tioking.

Tha story is that George Washington
stood at that spot one day slone looking
thmugh a telescope to e whethier the
British were approaching.  His stafl was
some distanee awny, for to olimb to that
Jodgo of the mwountain required—and still
roquires—considerable lubor.  Washington
wis o tall, poworful man, ns all tho world
knows, and he thought nothing of the
climb,  But the offloers of his stafl were a
Hitdo more Jealous of thelr exertion and
thoy were willlng encugh to obey their
chief when be told them that they newxd
not go with him,

As Waahingtan stood, etntuellke, poering
throngh tho telescope, ho thought he could
