PRALL’S NEW MOTOR.

YOUNG INVENTOR CLAIMS TO HAVE A
WONDERFUL ENGINE.

Uoufident That Ho Can Ride Over to New
York Frem Washington by Its Ald Ius
Bugxy In a Few Hours—The New York
Central’s “Dark Secret.,”

“The New York Central Railroad com-
pany about & year ago experimented in
the most mysterious manner with a new
motor on its tracks running from New
York to Brewsters. On the day on which
A large company of railrond men had
been ‘nvited to see it work it was an-
nounced that in the fire which burned
down the shop the motor had been de-
stroyed, Wouderful tales were told of
this machine, but all experiments with
it were so well gnarded that the public
never knew anything definite about it
This motor was onlled by the New York
Central prople " The Dark Secret, "
The World's correspondent in Wash-
ington hus discovered what *“The Durk
Becret'' was and also that its successor
has been gecrotly built, but not for the
New York Central company. This en.
gine will sgoon be put under the seat of
an ordinary earringe, and the inventor
¥nys ho will start some morning in the
pext three wecks for New York and
rench there the salne afternoon. He saya
he will go over tho regular wagon roads
at the rate of from 10 to 40 miles an
hour, acvording to the roadbed,

The inventor is William E, Prall, Jr.
Ho is only 20 years of age.  His engine
is g0 emall that it can be wrapped in
one of the shevts of un ordinary newspa-
per.  Io its proportions it looks like o
small mail bag. It is only 8 inches by
12 on the optside and the eylinder is
but ¢ inches in dinmater and 4 inches
long.

The motive power is oil, vapor and
air, and the inventor says that it will
develop 43 horsepower and can be run
by what is practically an ordinary kero-
sono lamp buriing under the pressure of
compressed air.

The fact that young Prall was at
work upon some mystorious machine
leaked out through the strange noises
which for two months bave been com-
ing night and day from tho cellar of the
Hotel Arno, on Sixteenth street. This
hotel is n lnrge and well known one. It
has boen closed for several months. The
noises in the disnsed buoilding started
rumors that dynamite bombs were being
manufactured for the Cuban insurgents
in the hotel cellar,

The correspondent found that the cel-
lar had been converted into an extensive
machine shop, with plants for the work-
ing of wood and iron. About a dozen
carefully seclected expert machinists
have been working there for two
months, gquietly going and cguing so
n# not to atiract attention. The hotol is
owned by young Phull and his father,
who is nt present in New York. Both
are inventors, but they have quarreled,
and they are no longer together,

When Mr. Prall was asked if he was
building thoe new motor for the New
York Central railrond, he said: *'No; 1
am building this for mygell, The Cen-
tral engiue, or *Dark Secret,” ran with
hot water. Thigwill run with oil vapor
and n suitnble amount of nir for its
complete combustion.

*“The principle is what is koown ns
combustion at constant pressure. There
is eontinuous combustion without any
explogion, and with no jar. It works
just ns though you had a burner burning
under pressure in o vessel. The nir is so
beated that it is expanded about ten
times its original volnme, and the en-
gine js run by that hot air. It is the
}deal way of running an engine by hot
compressed air. It has a direct rotary
action. I call it & concentrio vibrating
engine,

““The patent office people, when my
patent was granted, said that it was en-
tirely different from anything they had
ever soen. It overcomes the clutch prob-
lem, a thing which inventors have con-
sfdered impossible,

“ After the exhibition I shall punt it
in an ordinary buggy some day before
Christmas and ran over to New York in
a few hours. The engine, with the
tanks, will not weigh over 150 pounds,
and I can and have run is up to 45
horsepower, "’

According to young Prall, after ho
had built several more or less successful
motors he showed his plans for s hot
water engive to Mr. Giltord of the New
York Central railroad, and although
Mr. Buochasnan of the railroad company
mado an adverso report on it the other
officials were so much impressed that
they told him to go ahead.

He went to Philndelphia and with
his own hands built a complete engine.
He say# it ran at the rate of 1,200 reve-
lutions a mionute and sarprised the Cen-
tral people. The company sent him to
Sohenectady to build an engine at the lo-
comotive works, Thissucoeaded so well
that & new motor for public exhibition
was boilt, It was tried at Van Cort-
Jandt park.

“This," continued Mr. Prall, **was
the New York Central's ‘Dark Seoret,”
It was built at Watson & Stillman’s, on

#ailt one at High Bridge last May. It
is just the size of the one I am building
now, snlthough I have made some im-
provements. [ ran my shop with it. It
waa coupled to s dynamo which produced
150 nmperes and took 27 wotusl horse-
power. While running the angine twist-
ed its own shafting aud the pressure on
the pistous gave an indicated 456 horse-
er,

“I build another before I was tuken
sick oud guve op and cmne here by or-
der of my doctor. Twomonths ago [ be-
gan to build in the cellar of the hotel an
jmprovement on Jerry, which is the
name I gave tothe engine built in High
Bridge. Thisengine I call Tom. Jerry
& rouning every day steadily and makes
from OG0 to 600 revelutions, ''—New
York Warld,

MEXICAN TOBACCO.

It Promiscs to Displace the Caban Product
in the World's Muarkets,
Consul General Crittenden  reports
from Mexico to the state department
that Mexican tobacco promises to tuke
the pluce of the fiue grades of Cabun
tobnoco in the markets of the world
The report is an exhaustive review of
the tobuceo resonrces of Mexico aud pre-
senta the subject in & new and impor-
tant light. General Crittenden makes
no mention of the Cuban war as n onuse
of the depletion of Caba's tobacco prod-
uot, but he points out that under nor-
mal conditlons Caba’s goil has become
impoverishod until it can yleld no more,
Under these circumstances, the consul
generul says, the world's requirements
of what are generally known as *‘Hae
vann cigurs’' can be supplied oply
throngh the use of Mexican leaf tobacoo,

Already great traots of conntry are
being operated as tobacco plantatious,
and the product equuls the best from the
famous (obacco seotions of Cuba, The
tobaceon lands can be extended over a
terrifory 100 times groater than Cuba's
tobacen region, England, France and
other conntrics nare using large quanti-
ties of this tobacco. Geveral Urittenden
says it promises to muke Mexico rich
from its tobscco alome. Neoessarily,
however, Mexico will raise the leaf, and
the finished article will be mavufac-
tared elsawhere,

““Why should not the tobacco men of
the United States see their way to con-
trol this business, which is certain to
assume oolossal proportions?'’ asks the
consul general,

In conclusion he suggests the advisa-
bility of a United States commissioner
to investigate the tobacco and coffee re-
sonrces of Mexico,
