MILLIONS OF BUTTONS.

A Man of Figures Mukes Some Calonln-
tlvns on the Sulgject,

Wao live in an age of buttons. The

. people of the British isles unbutton

400,000,000 buttons every night when
they prepare for bed, and nest morning
rebutton the samo number, unless a fow
millions bave been lost in the strog-
gle, says an English writer,

The world bhas become so aceustomed
to buttons that it has forgotien that

| there was ever a time when buttons

were unknown, 1t is safe to say that 99
out of 100, if asked to name the dato of
the first butten, would aoticipate the
actual date by several centurics, In the
fourteenth century there were buttous,
but no buttonholes, They were purely
ormamental, lncking buattonholes, and
the question voluntarily arises how our
angestors managed to keop respectably
coveraed,

Two hundred years ago there wers
not as muany buttons in the world as
conld be found in a small old clothes
ghop today, and even those were mude
It was not until 17456 that
any considerable manuofuctory was es-
tablished. In that year the famouns Soho
works were opened st Birmingham,
where steel buttons were made of such
beputy and finish as to command a price
of £140 a gross, or £1 apiece,

In these modern days we are apt to
boast that this is an age of paper, point-
ing at the same time to paper wheels,
paper boots, paper carpets aud the
thousand and one novel uses made of
ihis material as proof of our assertion,
1t' is a curious fact that ns far back as
1784 we find mention of paper buttons.

Flowers Made of Bread,

One of the latest, and certainly most
effective, methods of making artificial
flowers is the use of fresh bread,

All that is required is a loaf of fresh
bread, some wire and » little coloring
matter. Aeccording to a well known
maker of artificial flowers in the west
end of London, this novel method is
likely to sapersede all others. Not only
do these bread flowers look exnotly like
the real article when freshly made, buk
as the bread grows stale the flowers as-
sume a elightly withered appearnnoe,
which is almost identical with that ofa
flower beginning to fade,

As a rule, ordinary artificial flowers
oan at once be detected by the unnata-
rally bright und fresh appearance they
present after being in the beated atmos-
phere of s ballroom or elsewhere for
goveral hours, but the fading power of
bread flowers practically insures them
agninst detection, even from the eyes of
an expert.—London Answers.

BIRDS OF ILL NATURE.

The Crueity of Swans as Displayed Toward

Ivwill also pursue even the most
innooent of newborn ducklings while
they unwittingly rejoice in an early
taste of their common element.

When an only child has pagsed ont of
tho eygnet stage of life aond grown to
full physioal if not mental matuority,
father and mother swans have beon
known to fall upon and deliberately
boat it to’ death with wing and beak,
The gratified parents swam gracefully
about the mere in which they lived,
while the great white corpse of their
gon lay, battered and dead, upon the
ghore, The following year, after another
had been born to them and in infancy
carried upon his mother's back, they be-
gan to treat him soroughly that, not be-
ing pinioned like them, he wisely flow
away and we saw him no more. Curi-
ously enough, geese which have experi-
enced rudeness from swans in the lusty
spring have been known to retaliste in
the calmer antumn, when thp flerceness
of their enemy had become mitigated.
I have seenn a gander lesp upon the back
of a once arrogant swan and pound
away at it in the full enjoyment of
gratified - revenge, — San  Francisco
Chronicle.

Thermomeoters.

At times of sovere frost many per-
sons not ekilled in the use of thermom-
etera report remarkably low tempera-
tures. These are often doo to the ther-
mometric liguid having partly evaporat-
ed from the main ecolumn and condensed
at the end of the tube farthest from the
bulb, the thermometer then reading just
as many degrees too low as there are
degrees of epirit at the top of the tube.
(GGood thermometers are just as liablo to
this crror as common ones, and there-
fore every one using a spirit minimuom
thermometer must be on the alert. Gem
erally the owner can restore the ther-
mometer without sending it back to the
Gragp the thermometer firmly,
resting a finger on tho tube so that there
bo no vibration, and, holding the bulb

How the Hoboken Turtle Club Concoots
It Thme Honored Turtle Soup.

Good Mvers will be intercsted in this
recipo, ‘

By it 150 pounds of tartle will pro- |
dunoe 80 gallons of soup. It is the reeipo |
used by the Hoboken Tuortle club for
mony gonerations, and the original '
recipe is vow ju the hande of the stew-
ard of the club:

Take n kettle of 20 gullous capueity-
and fill nearly foll of wurer. Put in 8
sets of calves' foot (392), well cleanad,
and 80 necks of beef. To this add 2
dozen parsley, 1 dozen leeks, a half peck
of soall onions aad sat sod pepper to
sunit. Boil the whole to rags, about 20
hours,

Kill the turtle, scald off the thin ont-
gide glazed portion nud tnke off fine. Put
thy sbell, eut up into emall picers, into
hnihng water antil the cirron comes off,
Then andd the rortle meat, also cot in
small piaces, To this ndd the meat of 8 |
enlyes' heads which huve been soffi-
olantly boiled to remove the skin.

Strain off the stoek throngzh o fine
siove. Brrain twipk cat of pot and back
ngnin.  Now add elivun and boil three
honre. Then add tortle rieat and enlves’
beads and boil the whole until the eit-
ron 15 wholly doue

Add theso gpices: Quarter posnd each |
of ground allspioe, ground cloves, ground
waee aud ground putmegs, a pound of |
FWedt mnrjoram pod the samo ol thyme |
apd suminer =savory, with black nnd
gayenne pepper tn taste,

Put the spices into two small salt
bags and drep into the pot antil satis-
factorily sessoncd, tuking out and put-
ting in aguio from time to time nml‘

accasionally squeszing the bugs into the
poL.

After adding the turtle ment and
palves' heads boil fite hours until sll
the gonr tasto is gone, Boil over o slow |
fire and be sure to keep well stirred to |
avoid barning. :

When cooked and poured into vecsels, |
let it get perfectly cool before covering |
ap or touching with n spoon. It khf-n]di
assumo a gelatinous consistency, Keep
at sgame temperature, Use 2 gallons each
of claret, sherry and brandy. '

POISONOUS POTATOES.

An Alkaloid Called Solpnine Does Great
Duange Soinctimes.

It is not very rare to see serions ae-
cidonts happen by polsoning from the
use of potatoes in places where food is |
supplied by contract, as in schools, pris-
ons and barrncks, nnd pstonishment s
oxpressed that this precions and highly
estimated food staff sbould be eapable |
of doing s0 much damage. It is well to
kuow that the potato, even when abso-
Intely sonnd, contains a ¢ertuin amount
of o vegetable alkaloid called sblanine.

The remarkable point is that this sol-
anine is much more abundant in sum-
mer than in winter; whereas it amonnts
to .044 per kilogram from November
to February, it reaches the figure of , 233
in July and Auvgust. This evil would
pot be very great if the prodoction of
the alkuloid were not still further in-
creased by the pRocess of germination
and putrefaction of the potato. The nse
of potatoes deteriorated in this way may
give riso to cases of poiscoing character-
jized by vomiting, diarrbea, fever, di-
lated pupils, convulsions und profuse
sweating.

It is usually in the months of June
and July that these accidents oceur, ot
the moment when the potatoss of the
preceding year have begun to germinato
and rot. The contractors of the above
mentioned establishments send these po-
tatoes there, since they have no longer
any marketable value, because the new
potatoes are already large and reduced
in price.

It is thereforea necessary to watch
these suppliea in a most careful manner
and to refuse potatoes that show any
black or softened spots or that have be-
gun to germinate. As a general thing
potatoes useddn eating should be as
fresh as possible. —Puaris Herald.

aren of greater London, But these fig-
ures do not represent actunl facta.  The
gparrow population s rigorously kept
down, not by want of fecundity—for at
the zoo, for iustance, where food and
shelter abound, the birds seem to hreed
at all seasons of the year—but by the
operation of the natural cnemy, that
great fact in all wild life, which even
the progressive London sparrow cannot
avoid. The natural enemy in this case
s the London cat. If any one will count
up the number of houses in his or ber
kpowledge which do ot possess o eat,
the numbers and ubiguity of the natural
enemy will become sppurent. Poor
peoplo keep more eats than rich people,
go the small houses abound in cats
Rioh foltk' oats which have large
houses, us n rule, only catch tho spar-
rows on their own estate, bot poor cats
have to poach at large, and tho.: ravages
among the young sparrows are prodi-
gious, It has been obecrved that o spar-
row killing est bage on an avernge two
young birds o day. No amonnut of cor-
rection seems to prevent their indal-
gence in this form of sport, They know
it is wrong, but it is too fascinnting.
Oune young cat of tho writer's scquaint-
anoe went into a fit ufter a mild beating
for killing young sparrows, and as soon
a8 ho recovercd went off to cawch an-
other, A cat in the same house which
was surprised with two naked pestlings
in its mouth slipped them underneath a
mat on the stairs when it saw its mis-
tress approaching. Nature is t0o strong
for them, and the drawing room pussy
seems no more able to resist the taste
for sport than the stable cat.—London
