BRONZES OF OLL BABYLON.

CAt4 of Figcrr Made Four Thousand
Year Ago.

Tlioro have been pla:cdon exhibition
in the Babylonian room of the British
museum some very fine specimens of
Babylonian bronze castings. These in-

teresting specimens of early metal work
como from a place known to the an-

cients as or Lagasb, the
modern nruno of which is Tell-lo- , a
largo mound or sito in southern Clial-dua- .

One of the bronzes shows the king
of Babylonia, who appears clean thav-in- ,

in the dre.--s of the high priest. The
garment reaches down to the feet and
is cro.-rc-- d ovir tho left shoulder, leav-

ing tli'.' ri'litarm, which is raised, bare.
TIjo statu'-tt-- j is a full length one. fctairl-i-

on its own l;ublo plinth, and is
fcO'jio 1 i inches high. This bronze corner
from Abu Hall :ib and date--- abo;t li
C. X'2") A vi.?.'Ai statuette represents
a kin;,' in tliu attitude of adoration or
contemplation, having bis hands rahul
and cla.-pe-d together in a sdmilar tn.;:
ner as thy god Nr bo is Tiid
king wears a Lug. flowing beard. In'
no ij can bu traced. This tlgaro is
not lull length, lemg cut off about the
calves, and represent probably thj
Chaldean king, Gudca, B C. ijO'J
Tho third figure, which stands seven
inches high, represents Camil-Sin- , king
of Babylonia, in the character of a basket
bearer, both arms being uplifted and
supporting a basket borno on the head
Tin) dato of the figure is about B C.
3200. It i.sfuppose-- that these, statuettes
may bavo been dedications to Ningiru,
tho firo god, whoso worship was a par-

ticular cult at Tell-lo- .

Tho art of making bronze ca-t- s was
known to tho Babylouians from very
early times and many examples are to
bo seen in t lie British museum as well
as in tho Louvre. A plaster cast of a
Babylonian queen, taken from tho orig-
inal in tho Louvre, stands by tho sido
of tho new additions, cast9 of which
bavo been sent to tho French museum.
