In the British Isles the chulk is fonnd
in grontest perfection and continuity in
the cast pud southenst of Euvglund, A
shivet of chalk more than 1,000 feot in
thickness underlies all that portion of
Eungluud which is sitoated to the sonth-
eust of o line erossing the island ding-
onally from the North sea at Flambor-
ongh Head to the const on the English
channel in Dopset, This enormouns sheet
of chalk is tilted up slightly on the
wost, and ite dopressed eastern portions
thut dip townrd the waters of the North
sea are usnnlly buried from sight by
means of overlying sauds and clays.
Where the edges of the chalk floor come
upon tho sea the oliff geenery is strik-
ingly grond snd besuotiful, Any one
who hus onee seen the magnificent rocks
of Flamborongh and Beechy Head, the
jogged stacks of the Neodles or the diz
