electrical energy being converted into
he at energy in forcing its way through
the obstructed icth. In the same way
that the friction of a car axle causes
a hot box.

This is almost a universal age of
electricity and if civilization teday was
confronted with the choice of giving
up its copper or its gold the world's
gold mines Would be deserted tomor-
row. We can get along without geld
but it woulel be almost impossible to
get along without our millions of
pounds of copper annually.

Copper is one of the most anch-n- t

of the metals utilized by man. When
the first skin-cla- d savage of ancient
Europe heated a lump of copper ore
in his fire ami melted out the first
bit of copper then the stone age pass-
ed ami another step towards modern
civilization began. These first little
globules of coppe r were hammered flat
with the stone axes and pierced with
sharp bits of Hint for ornamental use.
This first copper was too soft to be
tiseel feir the making of sharp edgeel
weapons ami it was not until some
native genius mixed it with tin and
proeliiceel an alloy called bronze that
the new metal could lie formed inteV
weapons, coins, utensils ami other
lhitii,s which would be strong and dur-
able'. The. ron.e age lasted until

of Inm and tempered steel,
then vanished in the past with the' age
of flint and stone. Today the- tombs
of the Nile, of ancient India, of
(Srei-c- ami Italy yield up their bronze
statues, ornaments, weapons ami uten-
sils to testify to the craft and skill
of those ancie nts of the bronze age.

In America the pick of the scientific
searcher discloses the copper orna-
ments of the Aztec ami the Incas. The
mound builders had the ir copper or
naments and history relate-- that even
the Indians who greeted Coronndo,
Ponce de Lcen, Columbus and Hudson
wore coppe r ornaments on their person
although they made no use of it for
weapons or utensils as did the mound
builders and the cliff dwellers and the

tribes of Me xico and
Peru.

Down through nlT these centuries
copper has been of greatest value to
man. but It diel not compare favorably
with Iron and steel until electricity
came Into its own so few years ago,
Today the General Electric company
the largest manufacturer of electrical
machinery In the world, uses thousands
of tons of copper annually.

When the consumer looks into the
matter he will be surprised to find how
small is the difference in cost between
good milk, from healthy stock, and
the doubtful and suspicious product he
may have been carelessly using.
