ate coinage and it Is now valued at
$10,000. It Is now the property of
Kdgar II. Adams of Rrooklyn.

"It Is believed." Mr.' Adams said,
"that this half dollar, 'which is one of
the four samples 'ftrurk'W In the New
Orleans mint by the Confederate gov
eminent, was once the property of
Jefferson Divls' president Of the Con-
federacy. I have n letter written by
Mr. Davis ln lS79 stating that one of
the coins was presented to him, and
that It was 'taken from his trunk nf- -

,rne obverse- side Is of (he regular

United States government' design,
while the reverse Knows' the shield of
seven bars and ' oeveh ntars, sur-
rounded by wreaths representing su-

gar cnne and cotton plants. On the
border Is the Inscription.

1S01."

This coin was designed. Mr. Adams
said, by Secretary Menlnger of pros!
uent Davis' cabinet, but only four
pieces were struck off at the N'ew Or
leans mint as samples. These four
coins, of the same date and design, ne.
cording to Mr. Adams, represent the
only metallic currency of tho Con
federacy.
