of wuter fowl:
"No person shall Injure, kill or de-

stroy, or attempt to Injure, kill or
destroy, by any means whatever, any
kind of water fowl, save only from
September 1 each year to January 1

of the year following, both Inclu-

sive, and then only from one-ha- lf

hour before sunrise until one hour af-

ter sunset of each day. Provided, how-

ever, that In addition to the open
season for wild fowl Bhootlng, here-
inbefore In this section established,-I- t

shall be lawful to hunt and kill
bluebllls, ennvasback, redhead, pig-

eon, pintails, whistlers, spoonbills,
botterblll nnd snipe, between the sec-

ond day of March and tho twenty-fift- h

day of April, both Inclusive In

each year; and provided further, that
It shall be lawful to hunt and kill
wild geese brant and sawblll ducks
between the flrBt day of September In

each year, and the first day of Jan-nar- y

in tho year following, nnd from
the second day of March to the twenty-f-

ifth of April.
Restrictions Are Made.

"No person or persons shall hunt,
pursue, worry or kill any wild water
fowl by any means whatever, during
such time, as said person or persons
are upon any floating device or con-

trivance, propelled by or using any
motor power, steam, gas, naptha, oil,

gasoline or electricity, or when upon
any sailboat nor Bhall any person or
persons make use of any swivel or
punt gun for killing any of the wild
fowl, or make use of any battery,
slnkboat or similar device whatever,
save only a gun of not greater size
than e, such gun to be held
In the hand nt the time of firing, nnd
it shall be unlawful for any person
to kill In any one day more than 25
game fowl or birds mentioned in this
section, and it shall be unlawful for
any person to have nt any time in
his possession or In the possession of
any person, "firm or corporation for
him more than 75 such game, fowl or
birds."
