EUROPE IS GROWING WARLIKE

Vienna, Nov. 29. The assertion that
Fervla la mobilizing against Austria-Hungar- y

was made today hy Relchs-tos- t.

Entrenched positions near
on the Danube are occupied

already by Servians. Servian recruits
belonging to contingents to be called
up to 1913 and 1914 have been called
out.

Christian prisoners among the
Turkish troops captured are being In-

duced-to serve in the Servian army.
Weapons captured from the Turks are
being hurriedly repaired in the great
Servian arsenal, where also ammuni-
tion In being manufactured in large
quantities The cattle and cereals

are being taken to Nish,
v hlch Relchspost nays will he form-
ed Into a Servian Tchatalja. or last
line of defense. The garrison en-

trenched in camp there la being rap-
idly raised to 120,000.

DurazKo, Albania, Nov. 29. The
Servian troops occupied ihlown to-

day. No resistance was 'offered. An
Austrian steamer left immediately
with a number of refugees.

'TWAS ONLY A DREAM

LYNN MURDER MYSTERY.

Cal.fornian to B Trisd For Murdsr o
Georgs E. Marsh.

Kilem, Mass., Nov. 29. With tln
conclusion of the
trial, the Essex county authorities ar
preparing for another trial that pro-
mises to attract wide attention. The
case to be tried Is that of William A.
Dorr, of Stockton. Cal., who Is to an-
swer for the alleged murder of Oeorg
K. Marsh, an aged and wealthy resi-
dent of Lynn.

On the morning of April 12 last the
body of Mr. Marsh was found

by the road.-ld- e In the section known
ns the Lynn marshes, a larger part of
which Is swept by the sea at high tide-- .

The evidence showed that the man
had been shot to death ami his body
probably conveyed hy automobile to
the spot where It was found.

A search of the personal papers of
the dead man furnished Information
that led to Dorr's arrest In Stockton
about two weeks afler the murder. The
papers showed that Mr. Marsh
the eecuter of an estate of which
a woman relative In Stockton was
the chief beneficiary. Dorr, the sus-
pected murderer, was the woman's
prospective heir. In the ordinary
course of events the estate would have
been finally .settled within four years.
The police theory is that Dorr com-

mitted the murder In the belief that
the death of Mr. Marsh would result
in an immediate s"ttlemcnt.

KILLED TWO

LITTLE BOYS

i. Frank Hickey Confesses to

Josephs and Kruck Child

Murders

MANIA TO SlAY HE CLIAMS

After Drinkin Heavily He Tells

Police He Wants to Kill

Children

WAS RELEASED ONCE BEFORE

Buffalo. N. V., Nov. 29. J. Fran
Hickey today confessed to the mur
der on October 12, 1911 of Joseph
Josephs, the seven-year-ol- d Lacka-wan- a

boy and Michael Kruck. New
York newsboy on December 12, 1902.

The confession was made to District
Attorney Dudley. It was begun on a
train that rushed Hickey, Dudley and
Chief of Police Gilson from New Yorlc
city last Wednesday and was complet-
ed this morning. The whole story was
reduced to a formal statement which
was signed by Hickey.

Mickey attributed his crimes to tht
excessive use of liquor. When Intox-
icated he said he possessed an le

mania for killing boys. He
said he was repentant and proclaim-
ed himself ready to pay the penalty.

The body of Josephs was found In
a cesspool back of a saloon In Lack-
awanna. November 16th. Josephs was
fceVPh'ahd Kruck, 12 years of age.
Death In both Instances was due to
strangulation.

The body of Kurke was found In an
excavation in Central Park, New Y irk
City. Deo. 10, 1912. Death va du- - to
strangulation. Suspicion was dlro
to Hickey at that tlmT and he was
picked up in Buffalo, in a maudlin
condition. In a seml-delirio- state he
confessed the murder, but when the
effects of liquor wore off he repuJiated
the confession and was released owing
to lack of evidence.

HARVESTER "TRUST SUIT."

Evidence of Price Cutting and Fixing
Introduced.

Chicago, Nov. 29. Attorney Gros- -
venor today in the suit of the govern
ment to dissolve the International
Harvester Co. drew from the reports
of thoNsales committee of the com- -
pany, the alleged evidence of price-fixin- g

and price-cuttin- g.

Grosvenor brought out that the chief
competitors at which these tactics
were aimed at one period were th
Minnie Harvester Co.. of Minneapolis
and its subsidiary, the American Grass
Twine Co. of St. Paul. The prosecutor
showed thet In 1903 these firms went
Into bankruptcy and that the. Inter- -
rational purchased the assets at a low
figure.
