ARRIVE IN NICK OF TIME

Steamer Sootsdyke on Fire in the

English Channel

COULD NOT LAUNCH LIFEBOATS

London, Nov. I'l. The IJrUish bat-

tleship Iron Duke rescued the thirty
passengers and crew 'of the" steamer
Sootsdyko while the steamer was
burning in the Knglish channel early
today. The Sootsdyke was hound from
Mediterranean points ' for Sunderland
and caught lire oft the Isle of Wight,
ishorlly after midnight.

The blaze started in a deck cargo of
grass, and spread ho rapidly that the
'row was unable to stay Its progress. It

attacked the ship's bridge and a num-
ber of lifeboats which were destroyed,
owing to the heavy sea it was impos-
sible to launch the remaining boats.

The panic stricken imssengers and
crew were forced to the stern of the

'steamer.
The lion Duke was in the channel

during the nivht and when the burning
steamer ws sighted Failors of the
warship put off in boats to the res-

cue. The fore part of the steamer was
a masa of tlames when the boats

.reached the scene.
