MAY ESTABLISH

OWN LIBRARIES

Supt Keeler Explains Provisions

of New Michigan Laws

"Any school district in Michigun

that does not have an li-

brary In its schoolhouse can lay the
blumo upon an unprogresslve teacher
or school board," says Superintendent
of Public Instruction Keeler, in a bul-

letin Just issued. "The Michigan Stute
library will send a library of CO vol-

umes to any school district which will
pay freight and cartage from Linslng
and return. As the cost to the most
distant district is not more than $.M,
these traveling libraries aro available
to all.

"These books may be kept for six
months, then returned und a new sot
ordered."

Schools which desire a permanent
library also reap the benefits of re-

cent state legislation. The bulletin
continues:

"Library money is now apKrtlotiod
to the various school districts which
have voted to establish libraries on the
first day of August Instead of In June.
The library fund Is made up of the
penal lines puid Into each county and
Is distributed according to the number
of children on the census lists.

"Contrary to the general opinion, it
does not cost the school district any-

thing to establish a library. ATtcr 41

vote is taken at the annual or soiial
meeting and the fact Is reported to the
department of public 'instruction, the
district receives its shure of the li-

brary money."
The bulletin Issued by the new su-

perintendent contains several Items
of Interest In regard to school sani-
tation and Instruction in the value

Good health Is an asset. The laws
of heulth are as much Cod's laws as
are the 10 commandments. The rav-
ages of the white plague surpass the
ravages of war. Intelligent, concerted
effort on the part of the American peo-

ple would in a few generations exter-
minate this plague. It Is humane to
use nil possible means to relieve the
afflicted and protect those who are
constitutionally weak.

If, however, it la Jmerutive that tu-

berculosis patients have an abundance
of pure air and sunshine, systematic
out-do- exorcise, nourishing food and
pleasant surroundings,

impoitant Is it that all who are not
afflicted have the benefit of these agen-
cies in order that we may eventually
have a people who are immune.

The truth of the matter is. there ex-

ists u superstitious four in relation
to pure air. especially In living and
sleeping rooms, a fear of disastrous
consequences from out-do- living.
Let the evurigels of rational living not
lelax their efforts In teaching the peo-

ple how to avoid the contagion of tu-

berculosis, but at the same time let
them loach well peoplo how to acquire
the physical vigor that resists tuber-
culosis and nt the same time resists all
other diseases.
