Fletcher has been ordered to seize the
Vera Cruz customs house.

The orders did not stipulate when
Fletcher should take the port and
simply left it to his discretion as when
it was best to prevent Huerta from
getting several million rounds of am-

munition and two hundred field guns

from a German steamer about to ar-

rive.
Many officials believed Huerta has

been playing for time merely to get
the large shipment of arms which
Fletcher has been ordered to cut off.

Momentarily the officials expected
dispatches from Fletcher that he had
taken the Vera Cruz customs house,
and possibly the city.
