Ur iONS BANKRUPT,
ENGLISH STRIKERS

GO BACK TO WORK.

London, Auk. 1. The big lockout f
I Sliders, which has held up building
operations In London for months, in

slowly crumbling without nay definite
settlement, and the army of ironwork-
ers, masons, carpenters and other men
are returning to their work.

The lockout arose from a nnmher of
s.ctionai atrlkss, the men demanding
batter wages ami shorter hours. Ne-

gotiations w ent on for week after week
Without any result, except for Hi"
membora of the big and arsslthy trade
unions. Who peclired bSttST tSIUM and
have now returned to work bmvfttg the
smaller unions, which refused ill

terms offered hy the contractors, to
shift for themselves. As theSS small-
er unions are nearly haiikrupt, the
inemheis gre expected lo follow the
example .f the more wealthy unions.
