FROM THE OLD WORLD.
.i

". London, Feb. 2, 1880.

Ed. Free Press: I believe I last
wrote you a lew days after tbe memor-

able disaster of the fallins of the Tay
bridge, at Dundee, whioh ooourrod, I
believe, on tbe 28th of Deoember. Al-

though more than a month has now
elapsed siaoe the accident but little
more that thirty bodies have been re-

covered ' It is now believed that most
of the bodies have cither been oarried
out to sea by the tides, or else he bur
ied beneath the sand in the bottom
of the river. In either case most of
them will remain undisooverod. But
what matters it to them, whether they
are wafted out to tbe deep sea by the
tides, and so apparently lost to their
friends, or lie burried beneath the
shifting sands.in the bottom of the Tay?

It is just as easy for Ood to call them
from their secret graves as from the
ohurch yards of Dundee or Edinburgh.
May they sleep in peace.

On the morning of the 24th ult., I
bade adieu to Edinburgh and took the
10.15 train lor London.

Tbe morning was brieht and clear,

and although the air was cold and
orisp, t enjoyed the trip. I , chose
what is known as the "east coast

route to London. The route is in close

proximity to tbe sea for a great part of
the way.

The country through which we pass
ed for the first few milos after leavib'g
Edinburgh, is exceedingly beautiful
and romantic in appearance.

Every part of the land that will ad-

mit of it, is of course in a high statu of
cultivation.' The country here is hil-

ly, but not mountainous, and amidst
artificial groves and streamlets of pure
water, the eye is often greeted with
splendid mansions, as well as less pre-

tentious structures. We passed close

to the tower of Melrose, and I regret-
ted exceedingly that I eould not pause
and view the ruins of the famous ab
bey of the same name. It is said to
be the noblest ecclesiastical ruin in
Scotland, not even excepting Holy-rood- .

It was founded by King David

1st, in the year 113G, and sometime be-

tween the reigns of Bobt. .Bruce and
James IV was rebuilt. I am inform-

ed that a large marble stone in its
chancel is pointed out as the monu-

ment of Alexander II.
Many of the mighty Douglases lie

buried here, and here also tbe cele-

brated wizard, Michsel Scott, found

a resting-place- . Tbe fieart of King
Robert Bruce was also deppsitcd in
Melrose; a small tsblet marks the spot.

The vale of the Tweed is everywhere

besutiful. Villages and hamlets nest-

le on wooded slopes that rise from the
verge of tbe beautiful winding river,

and wide spread pastoral hills and

plains present a diversity of quiet
beauty seldom surpassed.

Proceeding on our journey from
Melrose we now come to the little
burgh, or bsrony of Kelso. It occu-

pies a commanding position on the left

bank of the Tweed, at its eooflucnee
with ibe TevioL One may stand on

the bridge and look up tbe river and
see tbe two floods nnite. Her are tbe
rains of Boxbargh castle; the Palace

ot Ficon, tbe groand of which slope

down to the margin of the Tweed

These ruins are quite ancient. Wbao
David r succeeded to the Scottish
crown in 1124, bo removed convent
from Selkirk to Klo within view of
his royal castle. The tower suffered
severely during the wars of the mid-

dle ares, and the aaoaeatery was re-

peatedly laid tut! by ire. aad tbe
irsnsepts, the cectrc tower, sad the
wot end are tbe chief parts which

It is said, Ihit after the Ile--

ioroatiojB, a low g'oocy rjH was

thrown over tbe transept to make it
seem t parish churcbi and it con-

tinued to be used for this purpose till
1771, when one 8unday daring1 divine

servioe, tho congregation were alarmod

by the falling of a pitfea of plastering
from the roof, and hurriod out in ter-

ror, believing that tbo vault over their
heads was giving way; and this, togeth-

er with an anoient prophecy attribut-
ed to Thomas the Rhymer, 'that the
kirk should fall when at the fullest,'
oansed the church to bo desalted, and
it has never since had ab opportunity
of tumbling on a full congregation. -

Sweeping along down the water of
the beautiful river, wo at? length find
ourselves at, that renowned town, Ber
wick on Tweed. This town was for
many centuries the 'gateway between
the two kingdoms, and although strong-
ly fortified, its commanding position
seems to have invited attaok: It was.
therefore repeatedly taken by assault,
and there is scarcely a foot of ground
in the neighborhood that has not been
the scene of deadly eonfliot.

At the time of the capture of Ber
wick on Tweed, by Edward I, of Eng
land, it is said that the streets 'ran
with blood like 'a' river' Eventually
in 1482, it was oeded to the English,
after which it remained a gate between
the two kingdoms, barred against the

Scofob.but through whioh tho Eng
lish might pass at pleasure. JNo thing
now remains of the castle except two
towers and part of the wall and ditch-
es. The, wall supplies a pronienado
for visitors, from whioh a wide pros
pect of the country, and the sea, may
be enjoyed. Two bridges cross the
Tweed at this point. One of these was
built during the reigns of James I, and
Charles I. Its cost was lol.000, and
it occupied twenty-fo- ur years in build
ing, and was paid for out of the na
tional treasury. It spans the river by

fifteen great arches, and I believe is
yet in a good state of preservation.
The other, 'The Royal Border Bridge,'
was built by the Railway Company,

It stretches from Castle Hill to Tweed- -

mouth, at a height of 126 ft., and cost
120,000. It is 6G7 yards in length,

was completed in a little over tbreo
years. It is estimated that each pier
is capable of bearing seventy tons of

vertical pressure. But if I had to
pass over it often, I would like to know
how much lateral pressure it could
bear; as it is generally, I believe, the
lateral pressure that causes the over
throw of these great structures.

Leaving Berwick on Tweed, we
passed in sight of the celebrated Aln
wick Castle. The town is situated
on the Alne river, and grew up under
the protection of the renowned Dukes
of Northumberland, whose noble cas-

tle stands on an eminence on the south
side of the river opposite tho town.
Tbe castle was granted to the Percys,

I believe, early in the 14th century,
together with tbe wardonship of the
East Marches. It was in this cspacity
that Hotspur met Douglas at the bat-

tle of Chevy Chase, where Douglas

was slain, and the Percys have held
the lordship ever since. The castle
has, I am informed, been recently re-

paired, and is now one of the most
magnificent speoimens of an old bar-oni- a

1 residence in tho United King-

dom. Tho building is of freestone,
and in thegothic style. The walls en-

close five acres. Within the erounds,
I am informed, is a pilbr, whioh matks
the spot where Malcolm of Scotland

was killed in 10(J3, when besieging the
castle, and William the Lion waa ta-

ken prisoner in 1172. Formerly the
town waa surrounded by battlements,
but these have disappeared exoept the
Bandgate, built by the famous Hot-

spur, whioh remains. The next place
of note through which we piss is Dur-

ham. The cathedral and castle ot
Durham occupy a commanding posi-

tion. They stand on a lofty eminence
which (s almost an island. This hill
is almost enclosed by the aoeient city
walls. The cathedral was begun in i

the reign of William Rnfus, and was
erected in the form usually adopted by
ih Snraiic- i-i Ion rroaa with two i

turrets at the west end. aad between
tbem a Urge and richly ornamented
arched door of entrance The lccgth
of the cathedral Iron east to west, 1

Tha eaatle was founded by and de-

rived ita name from Barnard Baliol,
the ancestor of tho and un-

fortunate dynasty of that name, whioh

succeeded to the boottish throne un
der tha patronage and assistance of
Edward I, and Edward III, and it

in ' the possession of hi
family about two centuries, when it
was confiscated. ': n V

But I must omit mention of many
historical towns and places, else I shall
prolong my letter to an1 'unreasonable
length. But I mast not fail to lay
something about the famous city of
York, whars I made a short stay. As
we stand in the great railway station,
and not far from the stately Minster
of York, we think of the time when
there was nothing here but a mighty
forest, whioh stretohed from tho mid
lands to the north, and where at length
a Roman military oamp was establish-
ed, beoauso at thia spot all the forest
roads oonverged. This event ocourred
about A. D. 79, and in about 130 years
thereafter York had beoome the chief
oity of the province of Britian, Lon-

don being yet a mere 'resort of traders.'
Constantino the Great was hero pro-

claimed Emperor, and whether or not
he was born here, is a matter of un-

certainty. Many . parliaments have
been held at York. The city,' retains
muoh of its antique appearance. It is
said that Sidney Smith once remarked
ton York tradesman,' Why, Mr. Brown,
your streets are the narrowest in all
Europe, theie is not actually room for
two carriages i to pass.' 'Not room,
was the indignsnt reply, 'there is plen-

ty of room sir, and an inoh and a half
to spare. York Minster, has perhaps
the oldest and widest reputation of any
other English cathedral. It was tho
great centre from whioh Christianity
spread to the regions lying north of

the Humber. The Minster was found-

ed in the seventh century, and was
ereoted in its present form in the year
1171., But the struoture was not oom-plate- d

until three hundred years after
the latter date. I had not time to
enter the building; but I could ob-

serve tho splendor and beauty of the
architecture. The vaulted roof, 100
feet high, stretches in a qoble vista 500
feet long. Tbo central or lantern
tower is 235 feet high, and is said to
be the mostmassiyo in England.',, The
top is beautifully battlemeoted. . The
east window is said to be tho finest in
world. It is 75 feet high and 32 feet
broad. , i , ,

Five minutes walk from the minster
are the ruins of St. Mary's abbey, and
the meroian gurdens of the

, Yorkshire
Philosophical society. The early his-tor- y

of this interesting ruin is involved
in obsourity, but I am informed that
Roman, Saxon, and Norman remains
may here be studied. Tbe North wall
of the ruined edifice has eight windows

the lights and tracery of whioh are
singularly beautiful. Tbe museum is

a splendid modern structure ereoted in

1827. It contains, I am. told a rare
collection in natural history, and goo-olog-

York costlo waa once a strong

fortress, but I am told it is now used
for a common prison. Cliffords Tower,

stands on a high mound and forms a
prominent and picturesque object. I am
informed that tbe ancient walls of the
city are almost perfeo'- throughout
their extent. They existed prior to
tho reign of Henry III. They suffer-

ed during aeeigoin the seventeenth
century, bat were subsequently - re-

paired. But I cannot find time nor
can you afford the space to give even a
a passing notice of all tbe interesting
slid historical places through which

I passed between York and. London.
One might dwell upon every mile of
ground over which we parsed in tbe
relation of interetting historical events
Bom exceedingly interesting- - anttqut
ties are to be sees at tbe aoeient ton
of Peterborough, eye io the acreoth
century a abbey was tuilt bf a
kiog ol the .Mercians, isnortly atler--
wards it was destroyed by tha Daaee.
