Capt. Coffield stated that he had
boeen informed by Major Hunter, Right
of Way Agent of the International R.
R., that it yas the oustom of that rail-
road to give substantial aid in publie
improvementa of this kind.

Mr. Franklin, baving been called on,
urged the importance of the midasure ;
and in support of his position called
atteation to the following facts, Aus-
tin at presont has advantages over Ban
Marooa which give it the control of the
Blanco city trade. San Maroos on the
other band, is about fifteen miles near-
ar to Blanoco than Austin, and if this
advantage were seised upon and the
road put 10 thorough order, San Mar-
oos might confidently expect to seoure
most if not all of the trade of Blanco
oounty, and counties west and north-
west of said oounty, Again: The
amount of ootton ginned yearly at
Wimberly’s Mills, eatimated this year
at five or six bundred bales, and now
shipped to Austin, shows plainly thag
something ought to be done to facili-
tate communioation between San Mar*
oos and that point, Ho stated further
that from information detived from
oitizens of Blanoo City, he felt confl-
dent that the people of Blanoco county
would aid in directing trade from that
point to this.

day the 10th of July at 8 o'clock P, M.
