ley—Mathing His Feet [In »
Morse=1'rongh.
Milford (Pa.) Letter to N, Y. Bun,

At an annual sale ot wild lands for
taxes in Pike county recently, several
tracta once belonging to Horace Gree-
ley were disposed of. Horace Greoeley
at one time vwnod 2500 acres of land in
Pike pounty, In'1843 he formed the
Sylvanian society und established a
commupity on the property after the
plun of Fourier, the French sooial
ecomomist, Large buildiogs were
ercoted, and at one time a bundred
and twenty-five persona were active
members ‘of the society. Mr. Groeley
invested $10,000 in the enterprise, but
it wos & disgstrous failure, He be
lieved that he had been .made the vie-
tim of landsharks and the ultra demo-
cratic views of the Pike county natives.
This inspired him to publish ia the
editorial columnsa of the Tribune sev-
eral pitter articles agaiost that county,
iu-one of which occurred two expres-
sions that the Pike countions never
forgave. “Plke county,” enid Mr-
Greeley, “is noted only for its sorub
oaks, its locofoco 'majoritics, and its
rattlesnakes. There are five gallons
of whiskey to one spelling book in
Pike county.”
